I think the juice and chocolate milk went really well.  Let the parents know we will be delivering the pictures to each and every student on a certain day.  I would also sit up a place for letters from the students that “Santa” can take back with him for his elves to work on.  Then we get the students name and we will mail letters back to each and every student that comes to the Santa pictures.  How does this sound?

Fitness Program:

I have read about this and I will get more information about this from other places.  But what we do is sit up a night once a month where the parents can come out and do exercises with the kids in the gym.
