Program Goals:

Provide opportunity for kids to showcase their art talents in an ‘Art Show’ setting.  Each child is awarded for their effort with prizes given for outstanding art pieces.

Chairperson: Oversee Art Show  

· Coordinate with Gail Cates, Art Instructor to help promote the art show.

· Solicit donations of art supplies for awards of outstanding effort and honorable mention prizes.

· Work with printer to create ribbons for participation, outstanding effort and honorable mention.

· Purchase items for framing and arrange for volunteer to frame each item.

· Arrange with teachers a time to speak to the POD regarding promotion of the show.  You will answer questions and offer examples to students at this time.  10 minutes in each POD during school hours.

· Select and confirm 5 judges 1 month prior to the event.  

· Judges should consist of a variety of people, at least one high school art student, one community member, one parent, a current or former artist and one staff person.  

· Provide judges with guideline information 1 week prior to event.  

· Arrange for a greeter in the lobby.  Last year we had Queen and Princess Cashmere.

· Create posters and flyers advertising the event to the students and parents.

· Select at least 10 volunteers to help the day of the event.

· Co-ordinate volunteers to bring appetizer buffet donations, paper supplies and beverages.  Buffet is to be served the evening of the show.

· Arrange for clean-up crew at the end of the show.

· Arrange for some form of entertainment for 15-20 minutes while final judging is being decided.  Last year a school theater group performed.

· Secure 5 easels for final presentation of art show pieces.

· Create cards for “people’s choice” award selection.

· Arrange for volunteer to ‘frame’ each piece in black construction paper matting.

Committee Members:  This event requires at least 10 volunteers.
