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I.  Call to Order and Introductions

The meeting was called to order at 9:56 a.m. by Co-Chair Sue Shoultz, following a tour of the Maplewood facility.
Introductions were made.  The following individuals were present:  Susan Cancro (Advent House), Marina Poroshin (CACS), Kathy Johnson (CADL), Al Platt (CMH-CEI), Olga Arellano (CMH-CEI), Joan Jackson Johnson (City of Lansing – HRCS), Toni Young (City of Lansing – HRCS), Doris Witherspoon (City of Lansing-DPND), Sue Schoultz (EVE), Dennis Neuner (GCS), Angie Mayeaux (Haven House), Patti Howland (LAAN), Mark Criss (LCRM), Kellie Maki (LSSCM), Elizabeth Rios (LSSCM), Pat Wheeler (NCA/LRA), Mike Hudson (Society of St. Vincent DePaul), Phil Wippel (SSVD), Doris Hendrix (STVCC), Bill Ruterbusch (VOA), Stacey Smith (TCOA), Molly Chambers (Salvation Army), Bill Ruterbusch (VOA), and Darla Dowker Jackson (GLHRN).  

II. Review and Acceptance of March 18, 2010 minutes

 Marina Poroshin moved to accept the minutes as written.   Angie Mayeaux seconded the motion.  The motion passed.
III. Reports

A. GLHRN Chair Report – Sue Shoultz
Sue reported on behalf of Doris Witherspoon that the Affordable Housing Conference will be April 26-28 at the Lansing Center.  
B. GLHRN Committee Reports


1.  HMIS 
Joan Jackson Johnson reported that the data quality standards for the veterans AHAR report are acceptable and the information will be used in the report.  The City of Lansing is working to have SkanPoint fully implemented.  Angie Mayeaux reported HMIS will be down April 16-17.  Darla Dowker Jackson reported that there will be an HMIS Reports Committee meeting on April 23.  The 2009 annual client report is nearly complete.  HUD is expanding the number of communities contributing to the Homelessness Pulse Project, which informs policymakers on homelessness and those affected by it.  The HMIS Administrators Committee will review the report and data to make a recommendation to the Network regarding the continuum’s participation in the project.
2. Strategy and Funding Committee – Sue Shoultz

The committee discussed forming a 501c3.  The committee also discussed a consumer grievance, which revealed that the grievance process needs further clarification of grievance policies.  The Strategy and Funding Committee supported the decision of the Grievance Review Committee to support the decision of the agency.  There was a recommendation made that the consumer making the grievance understand the limitations of the Grievance Review Committee.
3. Membership Committee – Susan Shoultz

The committee worked to establish a slate of candidates for the election of Co-Chair  and Treasurer.
4. Front Line Workers – Patti Howland 
The meeting was held at Lansing City Rescue Mission Maplewood facility.  The guest speaker was Monica Jahner from Northwest Initiative and the committee had a robust attendance.  The May Front Line Workers meeting will be held at the Salvation Army.
5. Human Services

The meeting was dedicated to discharge planning as it pertains to health care facilities.  Representatives from Sparrow Health System and Ingham Regional Medical Center were present to discuss the gaps in services to be addressed, and the discussion will continue at the May Human Services meeting.  A suggestion was made to include public health nurses.  The question was posed as to whether Angel House was becoming a teen pregnancy center, to which the answer was not known.
6. Project Homeless Connect – Patti Howland

There are several subcommittee meetings over the next few weeks.  Joan Jackson Johnson stated that there are a few items left over from the 2009 event, and the City of Lansing would be unable to contribute to the 2010 event at the level it had in 2009.
7. Point in Time Count 
The missing surveys have surfaced, and the data should soon be complete.
C. MSHDA Region 7 – Angie Mayeaux 

The next meeting will be April 20 at Lifeways in Jackson, and the regional representatives will be discussing the role and responsibilities of the MSHDA ESG lead agency.  There will also be a discussion with Barb Ritter on the use of HMIS data.  MSHDA is still looking for representatives for statewide work groups.
D.  City of Lansing – Joan Jackson Johnson
The general fund award announcements will be distributed soon.  The City of Lansing is working to have the contracts sent by mail.
In the One Church One Family program, one house is complete, adopted by St. Gerard and furnished, but MSHDA has not signed off on the contract.  There are 3 or 4 other homes ready through NSP, through which clients can achieve home ownership.  
The subacute detox program meeting will be meeting Tuesday.  Ingham Regional Medical Center has contributed $50,000, and the city hopes that Sparrow Health System will contribute as well.  
The city will send out an RFP to work with youth 14-19 from June 1-August 30 to deter youth violence. There will also be a separate grant for youth in Lansing Housing Commission units.
 The city has a 69% census return rate at this point.
E. Community Mental Health – Al Platt and Olga Arellano
There has been unexpectedly high Medicaid revenue, and CMH will be expanding programs across the board.  In adult mental health services, they will be working to serve adults who do not fit into existing program requirements.  Children’s services will be expanding services and transitioning to an electronic system.
F. HPRP update 
LSSCM submitted the third quarter report and is the program is going well, with many referrals.  The CACS program is fully staffed and adding 5-6 cases per week.

VI. Network elections: Co-Chair and Treasurer

The agencies that have paid dues and are eligible to vote were reviewed.  Pat Wheeler was nominated to serve as Co-Chair and Olga Arellano has tentatively agreed to serve as Treasurer pending administrative approval.  Sue Shoultz made a motion on behalf of the Membership Committee to confirm Pat Wheeler as co-chair.  Gina Aldridge seconded the motion and the motion was approved.  The position of treasurer will be revisited at a future meeting.
VI. Community Discussion Items

A. Formation of 501c3

The 501c3 committee met and formed a tentative plan toward achieving a legal status.  Pat Wheeler made a motion on behalf of the 501c3 Committee that the Network have a formal legal status.  Nancy Oliver seconded motion.  The need for a formal legal status was questioned, to which Pat responded that in light of a need for a lead agency for upcoming grants, a legal status could enable the Network to act as the lead agency.  The motion was approved.
B. Ten Year Plan
A presentation about the progress made on the Ten Year Plan was made at the March Power of We meeting.  Doris Witherspoon is working to try to re-engage the Ten Year Plan Steering Committee
C. HEARTH Act 
No discussion.
VIII. New Business
Dennis Neuner reported that non-profit entities that pay at least 25% of health care costs for employees making less than $50,000 are eligible for a payroll tax credit.
The committee that has been considering homeless prevention for MSHDA funding requested support for a resolution to MSHDA requesting that shelter and transitional housing for youth, domestic violence victims, and those with substance abuse issues be considered homeless prevention.  Molly Chambers made a motion to support the resolution.  Gina Aldridge seconded the motion.  The motion passed.
Construction started on April 1st at Ballentine Apartments.  Clients will not be accepted into the program until more of the construction is complete.  Gina Aldridge and Katherine Draper can address any questions about the project.

Salvation Army has funding available for rental assistance for those with an eviction notice and first months’ rent without a decision notice from DHS.

There was discussion surrounding the VOA moteling program, as apparently some clients prefer to stay at a motel as opposed to a shelter, and space has been available at Haven House for several weeks.

Mike Hudson thanked people for referrals to the SVDP HUD SSO-funded program.  
The Public Awareness Committee will be meeting in the near future.  Your Story and Mine is touring the state, raising awareness of homelessness in each community it visits.  Sue Shoultz expressed appreciation of the library in their work with the homeless.  Susan Cancro made a motion to write a letter of appreciation to Capital Area District Library.  Pat Wheeler seconded the motion.  The motion was approved.

The 2009 Client Report will be available within the coming weeks.  The City of Lansing HMIS staff has been working to refine the data prior to its approval and release.
Ingham County Bar Association and Legal Services will be hosting “Ask an Attorney Day” on May 10th at Gone Wired from 3-7 p.m.
TriCounty’s Got Talent will be held on April 17th at Holt High School, which is a talent contest for youth.
