RECIPE OF THE MONTH

Ginger Pear Scones

2cups all purpose flour
1 cup sugar   1 tsp baking powder

1 tsp ground ginger  

1/2 tsp baking soda

1/2 tsp salt  1/2 cup butter, cut into small chunks

3/4 cup pears, diced and dried

1/3 cup chopped candied ginger

2/3 cup mutter milk

1 eqq, beaten, for tops

In large bowl mix flour, sugar, banking powder, ground ginger, baking soda, and salt. But in butter until mixture is crumbly . Mix in the pears and candied ginger. Mix in buttermilk just to blend. gather mixture into a ball and gently knead on lightly floured surface. Pat or roll until 3/4" thick. Cut into 12 circles with a 2 1/2" or 3" cutter, rerolling scraps as necessary. Place on baking sheet and brush tops with beaten egg, then sprinkle with sugar. Bake at 425 for 12-15 min. until lightly browned and springy to touch.
