Scholarship 
As Chair of the Scholarship Committee, duties/responsibilities begin with submitting a requested budget to the ASMC board in the June/July timeframe.  This budget is to award deserving scholarships to ASMC dependents or members for continuing education, postage, luncheon/meal for selected winners at the following June ASMC luncheon.  After a budget is approved, I usually set up a meeting with my committee to discuss how many scholarships should be awarded, changes in criteria, etc.  During the end of November, I announce at the November/December luncheon that Scholarship Applications will be accepted until the deadline of 28 Feb.  I provide application packages and advertise during the months of Dec, Jan, and Feb.   After the 28th of Feb, I review all applications to ensure criteria are met.  I then prepare a pre-scoring worksheet to award points based on the criteria established.  After the preliminary pre-scoring, I set up another meeting with the committee.  During this meeting, the committee reviews the applications.  The committee reviews and scores these applications based solely on criteria; i.e., grade point averages, ACT/SAT scores, leadership, extra curricular activities, financial need, essay write-up.  After selection of Scholarship recipients, I notify the winners and announce the selection to ASMC/Redstone Chapter.  The winners and/or parents/guests are then invited to our June luncheon to sit with the Scholarship Committee and to be awarded their certificate and check.  If a recipient qualifies for consideration of the ASMC National Scholarship, I prepare their application package and forward to ASMC National.
