Honeybees are disappearing. . .  

All across the United States and Europe honeybees are disappearing at a pro-

portional rate. Government researchers in Universities across the United 

States are studying this phenomenon. Disappearing means they are dying. It is 

estimated that the honeybees pollinate over 1/3 of the nationõs food supply. This includes most 

of the nationõs fruits, vegetables, and nuts. The scientific term they are giving this phenomenon 

is Colony Collapse Disorder. The researchers have found a link between the dying honeybees and 

the growing number of cell phone and wireless communication towers.
