Thanks to all of our 
ladies that worked all year making these lap robes and buying gifts, and 
those that helped sort it all and stuff it into the cars! 
 

Unit 52 adopted two local families for Christmas, one a single mom 
with a 3-year-old, the other a young extended family that recently lost 
their husband/dad/son.  An amazing assortment of gifts were donated 
for both families!  Also, in cooperation with Sally Rae, we helped a 
Christmas Wish family and adopted 2 “angels” from a Salvation Army 
Angel Tree.
