As Judge Advocate, my primary 
responsibility is to make sure we are con-

ducting our business properly.  Having been 
in this position for a couple of months now, I 
can report to you that your current Board of 
Directors and Staff Officers are not only con-
ducting business properly, they are conduct-
ing our business with enthusiasm and pride, 
making sure that the interests of the Marine 
Corps League always comes first. 

During our last Board of Directors Meeting, I 
distributed a draft copy of the Clubhouse 
rules to every Director and Staff Officer.  Over 
the next month or so, the rules will be re-
viewed and recommendations will be made 
to either adopt the rules as is, or recommend 
that something be added, deleted or changed.  
Once the Board of Directors approves the 
rules, the rules will be published in the 
Newsletter so that every member has a work-
ing knowledge of the rules.  The purpose of 
adopting and putting into effect a set of club-
house rules is two-fold: 1) we need to comply 
with the laws and rules established by Title 4 
of the Arizona Revised Statutes and the Ari-
zona Board of Liquor Licenses and Control, 
and 2) we need to ensure that our member-
ship and guests know that we are going to 
expect and maintain a standard of conduct 
consistent with the ideals of the Marine 
Corps.  These rules are separate and not re-
lated in any way with the Bylaws of the Ma-
rine Corps League.  Violation of a rule or any 
part thereof could result in anything ranging 
from a letter of warning to a suspension for a 
certain period of time. It is important to 
know that establishing and enforcing these 
rules is not intended to hinder a member's 
ability to have a good time, or to exclude any-
one. This is the Marine Corps League, and 
there are only a handful of detachments in 
the country that actually have a clubhouse 
and bar.  As custodians of this detachment, 
we need to make sure that future generations 
of Marines get to call this clubhouse their 
home.
