CLUBHOUSE RULES 
Conduct 

1. Proper decorum is of utmost importance. Any undue arguments, disparaging remarks, profanity, racial or religious 
slurs are unacceptable conduct. Issues that arise between members and/ or guests that interfere with our patronõs 
ability to enjoy the clubhouse atmosphere at the time is also unacceptable conduct. Misconduct will be forwarded to 
the Board of Directors and suspension from clubhouse activities may result. 

2. Conduct deemed disrespectful toward the Clubhouse Manager, bartenders, security staff, kitchen staff, or volunteers 
working to provide a service will not be tolerated, and may result in suspension from clubhouse activities. 

3. Respect and courtesy is reciprocal. Members and their guests should expect the Clubhouse Staff to provide profes-
sional and considerate service. 

4. No illegal drugs or drug paraphernalia is allowed on any part of the Marine Corps League, Tucson Detachment prop-
erty, including any6 portion of the Detachment parking lot. Violations will be reported to the Police Department. If a 
memberõs guest violates this tenet, suspension from clubhouse activities will result. 

5. No weapons or firearms are allowed in the Detachment Clubhouse. If a member or memberõs guest violates this tenet, 
suspension from clubhouse activities will result. 

6. All issues inquiries , or complaints are to be directed to the Clubhouse Manager. The Clubhouse Manager will be re-
sponsible for advising the Board of Directors in writing of the issues, to include a recommended resolution. Final reso-
lution of the issue will be made by the Board of Directors and formally provided in writing by the Detachment Judge 
Advocate. 

7. In the absence  of the Clubhouse Manager, the lead bartended will act as the Agent of the Clubhouse Manage, and will 
be afforded the same courtesy as the Clubhouse Manager. 

Guests 

1. Members in good standing (paid up) may invite guests onto the premises. Guests must be signed in by the member as 
required by law. If the member or sponsor leaves, the guest must also leave. 

2. Members are responsible for the conduct of their guests. Guests deemed to exhibit unacceptable behavior will be re-
fused entry and the member notified of the reason for the ruling. Guests deemed detrimental to the club may be 
banned or suspended for a period of time as the Board of Directors deems appropriate. 

Equipment and Clubhouse Property 

1. Club property, including televisions, telephones, kitchen equipment, juke box, tables, and chairs, is property belong-
ing to the Marine Corps League. No clubhouse property will be lent out, rented or used away from the premises unless 
used during an official Marine Crops League function. Gifts donated to the clubhouse become property of the Tucson 
Detachment, Marine Corps League. 

2. Music and television volumes are controlled by the Clubhouse Manager or assigned agent. 

3. Clubhouse property damaged as the result of disorderly conduct (fighting, horseplay) could result in criminal damage 
charges. 

General Rules 

1. During the regular monthly meeting and Board of Directors meeting, cellular phone should be turned off or in silent 
mode as a courtesy, for the proper conduct of the meeting. 

2. The East end of the bar is reserved for the Clubhouse Manager and on-duty staff. 

3. Only bartenders, bar back, helpers, and cooks are allowed in the kitchen. 

4. Credit Card use is for purchases only and shall not be used to receive cash or to pay for membership. 

5. Members in good standing may have checks cashed up to a maximum of $50. No checks from non-members will be 
cashed. 

6. No smoking when food is served. 

7. A member of the Tucson Detachment shall always sponsor non-member requests for clubhouse rentals. Sponsor shall 
be present at all times during reserved time. Renters and sponsors are responsible for damages to the Tucson Detach-
