I donõt 
want to say it is an abuse of policy but, there are 
some individuals that continue to participate in 
the clubhouse activities without becoming mem-
bers. It may be that some of our members are un-
aware of this policy and this could be the case. I 
also know there are some guests who have been 
told by there sponsor that they need to become 
members and have ignored it. Effective immedi-
ately, our members can bring in as many guests as 
they like. After three visits, they will need to be-
come members or will not be allowed admittance. 
Our security personnel, staff and officers will be 
monitoring this situation at the door. I ask that 
you be respectful to these individuals as they are 
only enforcing policy. Any misconduct toward 
these individuals will result in disciplinary action. 
I donõt wish to cause any ill feelings but, this must 
be done. Secondly, an incident recently happened 
pertaining to a theft of the Wounded Marine do-
nation jar on Wednesday August 19th. This is to-
tally unacceptable. Anyone with any information 
please contact Anna Marie or myself. Your infor-
mation will be held in the strictest confidence. As 

a reminder, Septemberõs general meeting we will 
be nominating officers from the floor. Anyone 
who wants to run for office should do so at this 
time. Elections will be held at the October meet-
ing.
