Bay School Parent Education and Co-op PreSchool Program Course Description
This Parent Education Course consists of 22 Parent Education Class Evening Meetings (Alternating Wednesday evenings from 6-8PM, Second Week in August through Second week in June) in which attendance is taken and participation is required for a child’s enrollment in the Bay School Parent PreSchool Co-op Program.
In addition to the evening Parent Education Meeting Attendance, there are also 22 one-hour alternating weekly afternoon meetings on Wednesdays immediately following school to conduct parent organization business and to both follow-up on the previous week’s Parent Ed meeting assignments and to prepare for the next week’s Parent Ed meeting.  

In addition, as part of the Parent Education Course lab work for this course, each family whose child(ren) is/are enrolled in the program must provide a parent to work for 4 hours as a teacher aide under the supervision of the PreSchool Program Director and Parent Educator 1 day per week from 8:30 AM to 12:30 PM on a regularly assigned basis for each of the family’s children enrolled, and perform up to an additional 6 hours of work each calendar month (August through July) on projects or activities in support of the Parent Co-Op PreSchool Program.
