Areas of Representation:  There are two 2 Local Affiliate Council Representatives serving as Members at Large on the CCAEYC Board:

Santa Cruz/San Benito LAC Representative 

Monterey LAC Representative

Term of Office:

The Local Affiliate Council Representative - Member at large shall serve 1 year.  

Purpose:

Local Affiliate Councils are a group of ECE professionals, students, teachers, AEYC members, members of other professional organizations, etc who come together monthly to meet about the affairs of their local region of the affiliate.  Together they organize events on behalf of and after approval from the CCAEYC for the LAC localized region.  The Local Affiliate Council Member at Large serves as the official representative for the LAC on the CCAEYC Board of Directors.

Duties:

· Attends monthly LAC meetings and quarterly CAEYC board meetings.

· Presides at LAC meetings.

· Reports to the CCAEYC Board on the activities of the LAC.

· Make project and event proposals to the board on behalf of the LAC.

· Assist the CCAEYC board in identifying and training potential leaders who might serve on the Governing Board.

· Be responsible for fiscal management of any and all funds disbursed by the Governing Board to the LAC.

· Assumes the duties and responsibilities of the Member at Large position as previously described.
