Principal’s Report – Principal Meg Enns

The high school has always driven the Buckeye District calendar, and the high school is starting August 11, and a decision is being made about the Buckeye District calendar next month.  

Both of the Buckeye District middle schools have tried to get a better lunch program, and after spring break Camerado will pilot a new program.  Each day will feature 2 entrees, such as a salad or chicken strips.  Our lunch person will now have to cook food in addition to taking money.  Right now only 8% of our student body is purchasing lunch, which actually costs the district money.  If lunches are better tasting and more students buy lunch, then the District could actually break even or make money on the lunch program.    Not one of the school sites has a serving kitchen, so that has to be worked out.  And additional help will have to be worked out to make it work, possibly student help.

May 30 is Buckeye School District’s 150th anniversary and Buckeye School’s 50th birthday.  Buckeye School will celebrate by becoming a one-room school that day, using only things that were available at that time.

The next modernization phase, which includes science, art and woodshop will be started on spring break.  Teachers will be moved out of their rooms into temporary rooms during the modernization.  All the rest of the Camerado modernizations will be completed this summer.  Rooms 1-6 and 14-19, the multipurpose room and office will be redone.  The blacktops will be resurfaced this summer.   Classrooms are top priority, so office will be housed in a classroom when school starts Fall 2008.

Multipurpose room and science bathrooms will be redone.  MP will have a sport court.

Room 32-34 portables will be redone when they are old enough.  Modernization includes landscaping and walkways.

Promotion ceremony for 8th grade is June 9, end of school is June 10.  Ceremony will be during the day, so the 6th and 7th graders will come.  June 6 dance, May 30 Fun Day.

All high schools will be on campus this Friday to register our 8th grade students.
