Principal’s Report – Principal Meg Enns

Community service projects

►Last Friday was 2nd Annual Senior Ball.  50 seniors came compared to 9 first year.  Students had a great time serving seniors and dancing.

►Canned food drive, and Coats for Kids. 

►CASA collections.  Former student organizing a dinner for the CASA participants, as part of her Shenandoah project.  

►Staff donates to stocking drive rather than gift exchange. 

► Promoting Run for the Hungry in EDH.

Parent/Teacher Conferences just finished off a busy week.

Immunizations through County Health Depart went very well – over 100 students received immunizations.

Teachers received their new laptop, so all are on same platform.  Teachers receiving technology training, including Office 2007, and One Place, a video streaming and research tool.  Benzoulli training for GATE students.  

Guest Speaker Jeff Savage engaged the students really well during his presentation.  He is an author of sports books.  His message was that it was all about confidence.

Red Ribbon Week is next week, culminating in a big event on Friday.  Student leaders chosen for Safe School Ambassadors program and they have already met with the high school participants.

Mrs. Enns gets to be a 6th grade student tomorrow as part of prize for QSP.

New Business

Mrs. Enns presented Staff Wish List.

►Life Science – gift cards $100 each Bel Air and Food 4 Less for labs involving perishables.

►7th and 8th grade language arts, 150 hardcover copies of The Outsiders, at $10 each, plus language arts dvds and materials, all totaling $1,800.

►Science – 4 sets safety goggles and 2 sets glasses, $1,158.11 including freight.

►Woodshop – band saw, current one is original since school opened, $899 minus %15 if purchased within discount period, and includes $50 gift card.  Also $209 finish sander.  $1,012.35 total.

►Mr. Flowers, US history – new updated World and U.S. map combination - $475 plus shipping.

►6th grade has 2 on-campus field trips a year.  They would like Parents Club to fund $820 for one trip, and have students pay for other.

►Cheryl Wright, art - existing paper cutter is 30 years old – new one is $249.99 plus tax and shipping, and it comes with a sharpener.

►Trisha Sanchez – replacement DVD/CD combo $88.97.

►Ms. Loucks – more science books to complete set, but Mrs. Enns said the District may fund this, so we will wait on it.

►Susan Tyler, Special Education – Easier-to-read versions of 7/8 grade books and CD versions of text, all totaling $1,946.60.  After discussion, it was decided to have Ms. Tyler reevaluate her request and resubmit at next meeting.

Motion made to purchase all items, excluding Ms. Loucks and Ms. Tyler for reasons stated.  Motion seconded.  Motion approved.

Guest Speaker – Ben Davidson, El Dorado County Sheriff, Canine Unit

Ben Davidson gave a presentation on what signs to look for as a parent.  Our area has mostly sees marijuana and prescription drug use.  Oxycontin is a huge problem in our county.  It is a derivative of heroine.  All derivatives are very addictive.  A Medical Marijuana Recommendation allows 13 plants at home, which yields about 13 pounds a year, rather than the 1 pound a year medically allowed, so people sell the overage.

Parents need to go through their kids’ room and dig around instead of being oblivious.  If you find a pill that you don’t what it is, call Poison Control and they can help you identify it.

Bottom line – parents need to be aware.
