	· Class "A" uniform - to travel in. (Show that we are Cub Scouts) Kids can change when we arrive.

· Cub Scout Hand Book – (Should be lot’s of things to work on and sign off)

· Shoes – bring suitable shoes for hiking. Needs to have a good gripping sole/tread. Bring extra pair of comfortable shoes for around camp.
· Socks - at least two extra pair

· Pants - To wear when it is cold or buggy.

· Shorts - in case it is warm.
· Swim trunks.
· Hat (wide brim to protect ears from sun burn is best)
· Underwear - 2 extra

· Shirt - 2 extra class "B" (T shirt)
· Jacket (warm jacket for night)
· Raingear/poncho (just in case)
· Matches in a zip lock bag to keep dry. (Adults only)
· Pocket Knife (Cub scouts are not allowed to have without direct adult supervision) Swiss army style is best.
Do not buy a knife with a serrated blade.
· Insect repellant

· Flashlight with fresh batteries

· Camera (optional)

· Toilet kit - toothpaste and brush, soap, small towel, deodorant

· Toilet paper - fair amount without spool wrapped in plastic (Perhaps the camp is out, always good to have backup)
· Water bottle or canteen
· One gallon of drinking water
· Comb

· Glasses sun and reading if needed

· Note paper and pencil

· Wallet (Identification)
· Sun lotion

· Sleeping bag (some kids bags are not rated for cold weather, bring an extra blanket if it’s not)
· Small pillow or extra clothes in pillow case for pillow


	· Eating utensils

· Mess kit or plate and bowl

· Small amount of dish soap

· Salt, pepper, sugar

· 50' of small rope (Handy tool to have, you never know what you might need some string for)
· Chair

· Compass (Future scouting skill, optional for this age kids)
· Day pack (optional)

· First aid kit - band aids, gauze, tape, moleskin, antiseptic (The scout leader should have a pretty good kit, but every adult should have the basics)
· Cup

· Plastic trash bag – 2 (very versatile, can be used as a trash bag or a table cloth or cut a hole in it and it’s a rain poncho.
· Large zip lock - 2

· Whistle (This is for emergencies only, if someone gets separated from the group they can blow their whistle)
· Stove (extra fuel)
· Pot / pan

· Coffee, filters, brewer (For those that are so inclined)
· Can opener

· Tongs, cooking spoon

· Kitchen scrub pad (Pre soaped Brillo pads are handy)
· Paper towels

· Foil

· Water

· Cooking oil, butter

· Tools (Hammer for driving in tent stakes)
· Duct Tape (Very Handy)
· Axe (small hatchet for Cutting Firewood, Adults only)
· Coleman Lantern (Do not get a fluorescent lantern, they are useless)
· Tent (see what kind of tent stakes it has. Nine inch nails work great. Replace plastic or curved wire stakes that are sold with some tents, they always bend or break)
· Ground cloth (Sheet of plastic, the size of your tent floor to go under your tent. It protects your tent from tears and helps keep condensation and rain out of the tent in bad weather)
· Pad / cot (optional)(I would recommend an inflatable mattress, Don’t forget a pump, last thing you want is to be blowing it up yourself)
