TABLE TOPICS CONTEST

PURPOSE

· To provide an opportunity to learn by observing the more proficient speakers who have benefited from their Toastmasters training

· To encourage development of impromptu and/or extemporaneous speaking skills and to recognize the best as encouragement to all

ELIGIBILITY
· A contestant must be a member in good standing

· A member must maintain eligibility at all levels of any contest.  

GUIDELINES
· All contestants shall receive the same topic, which shall be of a general nature, and shall speak for two minutes (not less than 1-½ minutes and not more than 2-½ minutes)

· The topic shall not require a detailed knowledge but should lead to an opinion or conclusion

INTERNATIONAL SPEECH CONTEST
PURPOSE
· To provide an opportunity for speakers to improve their speaking abilities and to recognize the best as encouragement to all. 

· To provide an opportunity to learn by observing the more proficient speakers who have benefited from their Toastmasters training.

ELIGIBILITY
· Be a member in good standing of the Club in which he or she is competing. 

· The Club also must be in good standing. 

· Have completed at least six manual speeches in the Communication and Leadership Program manual prior to the Club contest.

· A member must maintain eligibility at all levels of any contest.  

GUIDELINES
· Subject for the prepared speech shall be selected by the contestant. 

· Contestants must prepare their own five to seven minute speeches, which must be substantially original and certified as such in writing to the Chief Judge by the contestants prior to the presentation of the speeches (on Form 1183, Speaker’s Certification of Eligibility or Originality).  Any quoted material must be so identified during the speech presentation.

· Every participant must present an entirely new and different speech for the Regional and for the International contests than given in any contest that same year.  Up to and including the District contest, contestants may use the same speech, but are not required to do so.
