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Preparing your Vehicle for Patrol
· Clean your car 

· Secure loose objects

· Get coffee cup holders

· Front windows down – to hear victims

· Turn heater on if too cold to have front windows rolled down

· Lock your doors WHILE IN the vehicle

· Radio OFF – minimize distractions

· Remember why you are out on patrol

· Talking needlessly creates distractions

· Stay off cell phones unless its an emergency

· Necessary equipment

· Map

· Cell phone

· Gas in car

· Flashlights

· Jackets

· Log books

· Pens

· Clip boards
Driver’s Responsibilities

· Safe driving at all times
· Observe all traffic laws
· Wear seatbelts
· Know your vehicle
· Safe cruising speed (15-20 MPH)
· Watch out for distractions
Passenger’s Responsibilities
· Observe (suspicious persons, crimes in progress, other vehicle and pedestrian traffic, etc.)

· Share what you see with your partner

· Write down important information

· Keep a log

· Keep map handy

· Talks on cell phone to Dispatcher & 911 operator

· Directs driver

· Points out hazards
· LOCATION  LOCATION  LOCATION!

· Know your location at all times
· Major landmarks
· Major streets, freeways
· Streets and cross streets
· NORTH, SOUTH, EAST, WEST directions
· Dead ends and canyons
Reporting Crimes in Progress

· Your safety first!
· Call 911 or 531-2000
· Don’t try police talk
· Location of incident
· Suspect(s) description
· Weapon(s) used
· Suspects direction of travel (N, S, E, W) NOT “left” or “right”
· On foot, bike, or vehicle
· Vehicle description
· License plate number
· Make, Model, & Color
· Number of doors
· Pickup or SUV
· Custom additions to vehicle; bumper stickers
· Stay on cell phone
· If disconnected, call back!
· Type of incident (assault, shooting, etc.)
· Medical Assistance
· If suspect(s) drop property/clothing; note location (DON’T pick up!)  Possible DNA/fingerprint evidence left behind.
· Don’t put yourself in situations over your head.
· Return to the scene to provide police officers with information and what you observed
· Be a great witness.
If you become a victim

· Have a plan

· Give up your car/property

· Don’t be confrontational

· Do as the suspect commands

· BULLETS TRAVEL FASTER THAN YOU CAN DRIVE!
· Write down your cell phone serial numbers down

· Keep car clean (possible fingerprints from suspect)

· Remain calm

· Don’t leave your partner

Debrief
· Write report of incident

· Note specific locations of street lamps that are out

· Learn from mistakes

· Learn from success

· It will improve the effectiveness of the Stonewall Citizens’ Patrol
