Treasurer’s Report:  The financial statement for May and June, 2004, were presented by Treasurer Vicky Judish.  An overview of the whole year’s financial statements was also given to each member.  These two-month’s reports will be filed.  No outstanding bills were noted.

Reports of Officers: 

Delegate to Division Report:  Stacia Keller, gave the delegate’s report. She noted that four members (Robin Trader, Dawn Lesser, Vi McNew and Stacia) were able to take part in the seminars on Friday.  Johanna Humphrey and Billie Willie joined in for the evening events.  Saturday included a presentation by Jo A. Peay, International President Elect, business of the Division, elections for the Division Board, which included Dawn Lesser’s election for Vice President and fundraising booths.  The Boulder Chapter booth raised $193.

Vi McNew noted that the By-Laws & Standing Rules would require some minor revisions and that each member should receive a copy.  Billie Willie does not have a softcopy of this document and Vi asked anyone who might have a softcopy send it to her.  If there isn’t a softcopy available, Stacia will scan the document and send to Vi.

DIVISION UPDATE:  Stacia Keller reported that Nancy Harris, Division President requested feedback as to members’ wishes for CEU programs sponsored by the Division.  Topic and cost that members would be willing to pay for such CEU are being asked for.  Stacia will report the Chapter’s suggestions to Nancy.

Our next Board meeting will be Thursday, September 9, 2004, 6:00pm, at Hunan Gardens in the Atlas Village Shopping Mall on southwest corner of 95th and Arapahoe.  All members are encouraged and welcome to attend.
