Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ, the Way, the 

Truth, and the Life, 

 

October is filled with so many celebrations and a 

few of them fall on Sundays this year.  I will as-
sume that by the time you receive this letter we 

will have already celebrated the Day of St. Francis - - October 4, 2009 - - and shared in our 

thanksgiving for creation and all of its creatures.  We asked Godôs blessing upon our animals, 

both pets and those who work for us and provide us food or income.  We reminded ourselves 

of how we must always be careful to take care of the fragile earth we have been given and take 

care of all that God has shared with us.  We prayed for peace and unity on earth and pledged 

our care and nurture of the same. 

  

On October 18, 2009, we will gather in worship and thank God for those who give their lives 

to the healing arts: for nurses and doctors, technicians and certified nursing assistants; for 

emergency personnel who come to our aid in times of crisis and illness.  We also will ask God 

for healing and blessing as we remember St. Luke, the Evangelist and Physician, whose Gos-
pel teaches us over and over again about the compassion of Christ, the love of God, and how 

we are to demonstrate such love and healing in our own lives. 

  

On October 25, 2009, we will gather for Reformation Sunday.  On this day we remember the 

Gospel message of Truth and Life as Jesus came to us with Grace and Forgiveness.  We will 

recall that day centuries ago when Martin Luther nailed the ninety-five theses to the church 

door at Wittenberg and a whole revolution of time began.  What we focus on this day is not 

Martin however, but to what Martin led us and how the Bible and the grace of God was 

opened for us; teaching us that we are saved by Godôs love and no merit or works of our 

own.  From sin and from the burdens of trying to save ourselves we have been set free!  We 

now live by Christ alone! Word alone! Faith alone!  No ifs ands or buts. 
  

Many times in our world today, we will hear someone say, ñAre you in the Word?ò  Or, ñWhat 

our world needs in more people to live in the Word.ò  I am always stumped by these questions 

because I am not sure how it is we ñlive IN the Word.ò  In my way of thinking, it means that 

we must cling to the Word of God, Christ Jesus while the Word lives in me!  For me, the 

Word is always Christ Jesus and him crucified and risen.  To live in Christ is to have the 

Word of God - - the Word made flesh and dwelling among us - - alive in us! In Holy Scripture, 

we find this Source of life and holiness.  For on the inspired pages of 
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Holy Writ, we come to believe and to know that Christ is Lord 

and Christ is the Savior of us all!  Knowing this and believing 

this we live our lives in thanksgiving for such redemption and 

such wonder. 

  
Martin Luther found much strength in the Holy Word of God.  

In fact, it was from his daily struggle to try and live up to all 

that it seemed God demanded of him that he found out that we 

can never, by our own reason or strength, come to God, live up 

to Godôs demands, be at peace, or secure our own salvation.  
It is only through the WORD of God - - Christ Jesus - - and him 

alone that we can even find our selves worthy to be called chil-

dren of God. 

  

So on this day when we gather to remember and to worship, we 

will call upon Godôs Holy Spirit to remind us that the Word 

lives in us - - Jesus Christ - - and only in Him will we find our 
Way, the Truth, and Life.  Let us rejoice and be glad in it!

Faithful Living 

Reflection on Luke 12:15ï21

 And he said to them, ñTake care! Be on your guard against all 

kinds of greed; for oneôs life does not consist in the abundance 

of possessions.ò  Then he told them a parable: ñThe land of a 

rich man 

produced abundantly. And he thought to himself, óWhat should 

I do, for I have no place to store my crops?ô Then he said, óI 

will do this: I will pull down my barns and build larger ones, 

and there I will store 
all my grain and my goods. And I will say to my soul, Soul, 

you have ample goods laid up for many years; relax, eat, drink, 

be merry.ô But God said to him, óYou fool! This very night 

your life is being demanded of you. And the things you have 

prepared, whose will they be?ô So it is with those who store up 

treasures for themselves but are not rich toward God.ò 

Billionaire John D. Rockefeller was once asked, ñHow much 

wealth does it take to satisfy a person?ò He answered, E2Just a 

little bit more.ò Have members of your group ever said, ñWe 

wish we could afford that,ò or ñIf only we had more money, 

we would giveò? But ask yourselves: ñHow much is enough?ò 

ñHow much do we need?ò 
When we contemplate the spiritual practice of generosity, we 

should think not only of the sharing of our resources but the 

sharing of our experience of having received such abundant 

blessings. In the parable from Luke, the rich man felt that his 

experience of abundance was private, meant for him alone. 

And like John D. Rockefeller, he wasnôt satisfied with what he 

already hadðhe wouldnôt be able to relax until he built some-

thing else. Like the rich man in Luke, there are those who, 

when faced with so much abundance, do not share itðinstead 

they build a bigger barn, or in todayôs world, a bigger portfo-

lio. And why wouldnôt they? Weôre told by the media, invest-
ment brokers, retirement advisors, financial planners, and oth-

ers that we should focus on guarding and preserving our pri-

vate, personal wealth. But is that being rich toward God? Is 

that living faithfully? 

This parable speaks to many of us since we find it easy to de-

fine our lives in terms of our material goods. If we define our 

lives by our salaries, where we live, and how big our homes 

are, we have not learned the lessons of this parable. We must 

always remember that we are stewards of all we have been 

given. Our lives are not about protecting what we have, but 

about sharing all we can. Rather than being foolish in the eyes 

of God, we should endeavor, as Jesus tells us, to be rich toward 
God. In that way, we may live faithfully, living the lives God 

intends for us. Faithful living is ñbeing the people God wants 

us to be and having the lives God wants us to have.ò 

       Does your life meet that definition? How and how not. Is 

our congregation   living faithfully? What more could we do?
