The United Church of the San Juans (UCSJ)  

celebrated a dedication of their new church facility on Sunday 

August 16 in Ridgway, Colorado. 

     A packed sanctuary of members and friends from the area 

celebrated the completion of their new space that began with 

the purchase of a site in downtown Ridgway just a few years 

ago and a groundbreaking in the fall of 2008. 

    The total project (site, building, and furnishings) totaling just 

over $1.2 million has been well received by this new congrega-

tion of just under 100 adult members, with a plan to be out of 
debt in two years.
