Entry Requirements: Entries open to all members of the equine family four years and older.  No stallions in the junior division.  Entry fee must accompany entry form.  Entries must be received by August 7, 2010. Ride management reserves the right to refuse entries. CTR Ride limited to the first 35 paid entries by postmark with a waiting list thereafter.  Any still on the waiting list by ride date will receive a full refund.  No refunds after August 10, 2010 unless spot can be filled from the waiting list. Entry fee includes ECTRA drug testing fee of $1.00.

Camping & Stabling: Overnight camping is available.  No hookups or stabling on grounds. Fee $3 per night per campsite.  All dogs are to be leashed and have proof of current rabies vaccine.
Food:   The entry fee includes pre-ride coffee & muffins, on trail snack, and a meal after ride.  Extra meal tickets are available.

Pre-ride Exams: CTR Numbers and packets will be available Saturday afternoon@ approx 1:00 pm. All horses must be vetted Saturday afternoon between 2:00 – 5:00 pm.  Any horse not camping overnight, must be on grounds no later than 6:30 am or will be disqualified. No vetting on Sunday am (except special circumstances and must make arrangements prior to closing date.) Pre-ride briefing will be held approximately ½ hour prior to start. The start will be at 7:30 am SHARP on Sunday morning. 
CDR Horses may be vetted Saturday afternoon or Sunday morning prior to the ride out at 9 am sharp. Leg protection and alternative hoof protection are acceptable but must be removed for hands on pre and post ride inspections. See ECTRA 2010 Rules Handbook for other specific rules.
Trail, Time & Distance:  CTR  Approximately 25 miles to be completed in 4:10 to 4:40 hours.  This includes a 20-minute hold back at camp.  The exact measurements and timing to be announced at the pre-ride briefing. Trails are mostly rolling hills, woods trails and sandy/gravel dirt roads. (Some connector trails may be rocky)  Please bring your horse well shod. Course will be well marked and have mileage markers every 5 miles with the last 5 miles being individually marked.

CDR Approximately 12.5 miles to be completed in 2:00 to 2:30

WATER: Natural water and stock tanks will be accessible on trail. The camp area has two hand pumps so bring water and/or be prepared to pump your own. 
Awards:  Completion awards to all horses that complete trail and pass the judging exam.  Champion, Reserve Champion, 1st through 18th place for Adult divisions, Junior Division 1st through 6th. Plus, prizes and additional awards such as for breed, Rookie Horse, and Rookie Rider. (Special award: The Riff Raff Award to the high-point ½ Arab mare)

Team Division:   Any two riders with highest combined score. Entry for team division is optional and requires an additional fee of $5 per person or $10 for team.   Awards to both team members for first, second, and third placings.  Sign up and pay when you arrive.
Rules:  All ECTRA rules apply.  It is your responsibility to know them. All competitors must wear an ASTM/SEI certified helmet at all times while mounted. Forward progress only while mounted with the exception of loss of shoe.  Any rider going off course for any reason must return to same location in order to continue.  No salves, liniments, or medication of any kind. No devices for leg protection. No hosing of horses.  Water for washing may not be artificially heated or cooled. No Crewing.  Fly spray and electrolytes are permitted. A copy of ECTRA rules, procedures and requirements can be viewed at www.ectra.org  .

Take I-95 (Rhode Island) to exit 5A on to Rt102; 

Follow Rt102 and bear right on to Rt3; 

Go to 3rd light; Take a right on to Rt165; 

Follow signs to Escoheag Hill Rd; 

Take a right off Rt165 onto Escoheag Hill Rd;

Proceed approximately one mile to the Horseman’s Area (on the left).

FROM THE NORTH or WEST

Take I-395 (Connecticut) to exit 85 Route 164/138 exit. Follow signs toward Preston/Pachaug to Ct-138. 

Stay on Route 138 for about 7.5 miles. Road will fork and you will bear left onto Route 165. 

Continue on Route 165 for 4.2 miles (you will pass Beach Pond and cross into Rhode Island)

Take a left onto Escoheag Hill Road. 

Proceed approximately one mile to the Horseman’s Area on the left. 

There will be signs/markers indicating where to enter.
