COMPETITIVE TRAIL RIDING PROGRAM

REQUIREMENTS

A.   Rider must be a member in good standing.
B. Horse must be nominated with Trail/Recreation Records Chairperson.  Horse may be any breed.  Miles will accrue on the date of payment and for the remainder of the club year.  Club year is December 1st through November 30th.
C.  All members must receive at least thirty (30) days notice on all approved trail rides.

D.  All rides sanctioned by Eastern Competitive Trail Rides Association, AHA

And NATRC will automatically be approved except rides against time (endurance).

E. All other rides to be approved must receive the approval of a majority of the Trail Ride Committee and must meet the following specification:

1. At least one Veterinarian as a judge.

2. Judged at least 60% on condition.

3. At the rate of a least 5 mph and no more that 8mph.

4. No rides judged against time (endurance).

5. Horse must be at least four years of age.

AWARDS


A.
Limited Distance – Adult – One Day Rides, 25 miles through 50 miles inclusive.

B.
Limited Distance – Junior – One Day rides, 25 miles through 50 miles inclusive. 10 years through 17 years old as of January 1st. 

C.
Middle Distance – Adult Two Day Rides 40 miles through 75 miles inclusive.  One day must be at least 25 miles.

D.
Middle Distance – Junior – Two Day Rides 40 miles through 75 miles inclusive.  One day must be at least 25 miles, 10 years 
through 17 years old as of January 1st. 

E.
Extended Distance – Adult – Multi-Day Rides, 75 miles through 100 miles or more.  One day must be at least 25 miles.

F.
Extended Distance – Junior – Multi-Day Rides, 75 miles through 100 miles or more. One day must be at least 25 miles.  10 years through 17 years old as of January 1st. 

1. All miles accumulated at approved rides must be submitted to the CTR/Endurance Records Chairperson within thirty (30) days of the last day of the ride. Ride secretary must sign forms.  This is the responsibility of the rider.  Please include a copy of the Score Sheet.

2. Miles Do Not accrue from year to year.
3. Any unregistered Arabian horse or pony must be nominated in the Open Breed Division even if they are pure or part bred Arab.

4. Awards will be given to the Champion and Reserve Champion.  Ribbons will be given to the riders placing Champion through fifth place.
5. Only miles from Officially completed rides count towards YE Awards.  Miles ridden at “uncompleted” rides cannot be credited towards the Pleasure Riding Program.  Nor can any hours ridden be credited towards the Recreational Riding Program.
