ENDURANCE RIDING PROGRAM
Requirements

a. Rider must be a member in good standing.

b. Horse must be nominated with the Trail/Recreation Records Chairperson.

c. Horse may be of any breed.  Any unregistered Arabian must be nominated in the Open Breed Division even if they are pure or part bred Arabian.

d. Miles will accrue on the date of payment and for the remainder of the club year.

e. All miles accumulated at approved rides must be submitted to the CTR/Ecdurance Records Chairperson within thirty (30) days of the last day of the ride. The Ride secretary must sign forms. This is the responsibility of the rider.  Please include a copy of the Rider Card.

f. Miles do not accrue from year to year.

g. All rides sanctioned by ECTRA, AERC, AHA, and NATRC will automatically be approved.  All other rides to be approved must receive the approval of the majority of the Trail Ride Committee.

Only miles from Officially completed ride count towards YE Awards.  Miles ridden at “uncompleted” rides cannot be credited towards the Pleasure Riding Program.  Nor can any hours ridden be credited towards the Recreational Riding Program 

Awards

a. Featherweight (Adult and Junior) combined weight of rider and tack is 160 lbs or below 

b. Lightweight (Adult and Junior) combined weight of rider and tack is 161 to 185 lbs

c. Middleweight (Adult and Junior) combined weight of rider and tack is 186 to 210 lbs

d. Heavyweight (Adult and Junior) combined weight of rider and tack is 211 lbs or higher.  

· Junior rider is under the age of 18 as of the beginning of the club year.

· Awards will be given to the Champion and Reserve Champion.  Ribbons will be       given to the rider placing Champion through fifth place.
