RECREATIONAL TRAIL RIDING PROGRAM 

This is not a showing or competitive program but to acknowledge the time spent every day. Whether you ride for pleasure, schooling or conditioning, the club would like to recognize the hours spent with your horse.

MEMBERSHIP
A current Individual or Youth membership must be maintained.  Hours can only be logged while your membership is current.

GENERAL RULES
 1.  Ownership of the horse(s) is not required, but horse must be nominated.  All breeds are welcome.  Horse or pony does not have to be registered with any organization.

2.   Separate log sheets must be submitted for each horse/rider combination. (including more than one rider per horse)

3. Hours must be submitted on an official Recreational Riding Program Form.   The forms for the year must be submitted/ postmarked by November 30th.
4.  This program is on the Honor system.

5.  Activities that DO count for this program include but are not limited to:
-  Trail Riding/Pleasure Riding/Driving
-   Riding Lessons
-   Riding at Unrecognized Events
-   Parades/Drill Teams, etc

6.  Activities that DO NOT count for this program:
-  Ride time at Shows, Competitive Trail or Endurance rides recognized by AHA, EUSA, CEF, AERC, NATRC, ECTRA, Breed Associations, etc.
-  Spectating at an equestrian event.
-  Daily housekeeping chores (grooming, feeding, etc.)
-  Hunter Paces and Judged Pleasure Trail Rides

ENROLLMENT
1.  Each horse must be registered with the Trail/Recreation Records Chairperson each year, for a fee, before hours can be logged.  Hours will be accrued from year to year as long as Nomination fee is paid.

2.  Each rider must be an Individual or Youth member before hours can be logged.

3.  Upon receipt of enrollment forms the club will send log sheets.

RECOGNITION LEVELS
Awards and ribbons will be given out at the Annual Year End Banquet.
Hour recognition levels are:  50, 100, 250, 500, 750, 1000, 1250, 1500, 1750, 2000, continuing in 250 hour increments.
Riders ages ten (10) and under will receive ribbons and awards based on the age of the rider in that given year.
