The National Coalition for Homeless Veterans (NCHV) is a 501(c)(3) nonprofit organization governed by a 13-member board of directors.  NCHV is the resource and technical assistance center for a national network of community-based service providers and local, state and federal agencies that provide emergency and supportive housing, food, health services, job training and placement assistance, legal aid and case management support for hundreds of thousands of homeless veterans each year. 

NCHV also serves as the primary liaison between the nation’s care providers, Congress and the Executive Branch agencies charged with helping them succeed in their work. NCHV's advocacy has strengthened and increased funding for virtually every federal homeless veteran assistance program in existence today.

NCHV was organized in 1990 by a small group of community-based service providers who were troubled by the disproportionately large percentage of homeless people who are veterans and the lack of veteran-specific programs to help them. 

The NCHV mission is to end homelessness among veterans by shaping public policy, promoting collaboration, and building the capacity of service providers.
