Participants should meet in the Ledyard Center School parking lot at 9:00 AM.
On Sunday May 30, the Post will assemble at 12:30 at Ledyard Center School and participate in the Ledyard Memorial Day Parade.

On Saturday May 29, 2010, the Post will conduct a “Buddy Poppy” Drive at the Wal-Mart in Groton.  For more than 75 years, the VFW's Buddy Poppy program has raised millions of dollars in support of veterans' welfare and the well-being of their dependents.  The VFW conducted its first poppy distribution before Memorial Day in 1922, becoming the first veterans' organization to organize a nationwide distribution. The poppy soon was adopted as the official memorial flower of the Veterans of Foreign Wars of the United States.
Please note!  All members are asked to support this effort and to help make it a success.  To be successful, monetarily, we need to reach our goal.  Currently the Reserve Fund has been depleted so a successful “Buddy Poppy” drive this year is even more critical to the Post’s efforts and ability to support planned events and to meet the VFW Mission.
