Minutes of 13 July 2009 for meeting at the Bill Library, Ledyard, CT.

The regular meeting was opened at 1:00 PM according to ritual with Commander Evered presiding.  A salute to the Colors and the Pledge of Allegiance were conducted.  There were seven members present.

There were no reports of comrades or the families of comrades in distress received.

Adjutant Solt read the minutes of the 8 June 2009 meeting and they were accepted as read.

CDR Evered read the monthly financial report of 1-30 June 2009 and the Quarterly Report for the period 1 April through 30 June 2009 and they were accepted as read.  .  

Publicity Chairman Solt provided a report on his activities and his report of 13 July 09 is attached hereto.  A key part of the Publicity Chair’s presentation was the introduction of a suggested “Commanders Call” topic list for the Post website.  Each member was provided a copy of the list and asked to volunteer to write a “Commanders Call” using the topics cited or one of their own choosing.
CDR Evered provided a status on the transfer of Gales Ferry Post members to Post 4608.  The Gales Ferry Post Charter has been surrendered to the State.  Following the charter submission, six Gales Ferry members have selected a new Post elsewhere in the area.  In accordance with the direction of the State, the remaining twenty-three members will be transferred to Post 4608.  An update on this transfer activity will be provided at the next meeting.

On behalf of the Post Officers, CDR Evered presented the Post budget proposed for the period July 1, 2009 through June 30, 2010.  A motion (Patenaude) and second (Knowles) was made to implement the budget as proposed.  There was minimal discussion.  The motion carried, vote was unanimous.  (20090713-1)
CDR Evered reported that the Bill Library meeting room would not be available for the September meeting.  The room will be in use for the annual book sale.  After a short discussion, it was moved (Knowles) and seconded (McKibben) that we have a meeting on August 10 instead of September 14.  Note: there was no 
meeting scheduled for August.  The motion carried, vote was unanimous.  (20090713-2)

In open discussion, CDR Evered identified that if we were meeting at St. David’s we would be paying the church a fee at the rate of $100.00 every six months.  It was suggested that we determine an appropriate amount to donate to the Bill Library for the use of their meeting room.  It was further suggested that the end use of the donation be identified in a submission letter to insure the funds do not simply become part of the general library operating funds.  This discussion was tabled until the next meeting.
Williams Cemetery Chairman Clarke reported that the clean up of the cemetery is complete but that the perimeter fence is still in need or repair and refinishing.  Comrade Clarke and CDR Evered agreed to inspect the cemetery at a mutually convenient time.  A work and materials list, and tentative work schedule will be developed following this inspection and will be presented at the next meeting.
CDR Evered initiated a discussion on changing the meeting scheduled start time.  A proposal was introduced to start meetings at 1:00 PM in the months of October through March and at 6:30 PM for the months of April through September.  It is believed that this new schedule will accommodate both those who prefer not to drive after dark and those who are unable to attend an afternoon meeting.  At the conclusion of the discussion, it was moved (Knowles) and seconded (Clarke) that the new schedule be implemented effective starting with the October 2009 meeting.  The motion carried, vote was unanimous.  (20090713-3)
There being no further business the CDR proceeded with closing ceremonies.  The meeting was closed at 3:05 PM.
