Many different types of families are 
eligible for hosting. Host families may 
have small children, teenagers, chil-
dren who have already left home, or 
no children at all. Host families must 
have a strong desire to open their 
home to a young international student. 

Families should be willing to include 
the new student into their family life, 
rather than just treating the student as 
a guest. The number one priority is 
that the Host Family is one that will 
provide a safe and caring home envi-
ronment for the student and that the 
family members want to share their 

lives with a student from another 
country. Hosting is an extraordinary 
opportunity for both children and 
adults to learn about a different cul-
ture and make friends for life.  

 

Host families are expected to provide 
the following:   

♦ Love  

♦ Friendship  

♦ Moral support   

♦ Basic needs  

♦ Room and Board  

♦ Parental Guidance  

 

In addition, Host families are expected 

to get the student involved in as many 
social activities as possible. We under-
stand that most families are busy, 
therefore, host families are only ex-
pected to provide the level of assis-
tance (such as transportation to/from 
social events) that they feel comfort-
able with. Each FIEA student comes 
with their own spending money for 

personal expenses during their stay 
here in the United States and are also 
fully covered with medical and acci-
dental insurance.

Who Qualifies to be an FIEA 

Student? 
 

Each FIEA student has gone through 
strict selection and careful screening 
process to make certain that they are 
qualified to join our program. 

 

FIEA students must be between 15-18 
years old and must not have completed 
high school or participated previously in 
a semester or academic year exchange 
program in the United States. FIEA stu-
dents must be proficient in English, suc-
cessful academically, and in good 
health. FIEA students must also demon-
strate mature personalities and leader-

ship potential. FIEA students come from 
many countries around the globe.
