	The year 2007 has been a SUPER year for the All Star Quilting Guild. The programs and education have been above and beyond our expectation. We have learned quilting techniques from renown quilting teachers not to mention the classes and programs that have been done by our own members.  Many of them have gone on to become “renown quilting teachers” themselves.

Before I begin this Recap I really want to THANK the ladies that were a part of the Board.  They worked very hard to make sure all areas of business were taken care of.  You are the best.

The end of 2007 found us with 103 members The “most wonderful, great, and fantastic” thing that happened to our guild in 2007 is that we moved from the Mandarin Library to First Christian Church.  This move has allowed our members to meet Every Monday. It has just been wonderful to see the ladies coming and working on their projects.  There is plenty of room and the church building is ours.  No conflicts with meeting dates and it is just wonderful 

There were nine classes and one demo day offered. Four of those classes were taught by non-guild members. Helen Squire, Joan Shay, Mary Jane Amato and Dot Woods were the non-member instructors.  Sunnie Malesky, Gay Montgomery, Vicki Zoller, and Terri Chamberlain were the member instructors.  Each class had 15 to 25 students. 

It is with great appreciation that I thank Julie Mainor for leading the second year of Youth Quilt Camp.  Our young quilters really enjoy the week and l9 of them entered their quilts at QuiltFest.

Our guild is divided into four groups and each member has an opportunity to participate in planning and presenting a program.  Pat Sena was the only non-member who gave a very informative program on “Colors.”  Julie Mainor did a wonderful program, complete with a clothesline, on her Art Quilts of Florida and Collages. Kathy Rutherford taught us about Hawaiian Quilting. Sunnie Malesky did a program on Quilts from my Father’s Side, and reminded each of us how important documentation is to the generations that follow..  June Rittscher did a wonderful program on the Mosaic floors of Italy.  

Each November we “Meet the Charities” that our guild supports.  There are always quilts, food, placemats and money ready for the charities when they arrive.  

The Quilt Challenge was led by Doris Powell.  The Quilts were to represent a saying, song, or famous quote.  The Challenge Quilt made by Vicki Zoller won 3rd place ribbon at QuiltFest.  

Community Service is very important to our guild members.  There were four collections of food and personal items for the Food Bank.  59 placemats were given to Meals on Wheels.  There are 20 placemats already made for 2008.  We participated in the African Orphanage Project and 68 quilts were completed.  For Daniel, Inc. 24 quilts were made and school supplies were donated.  From the Raffle Quilt, Midnight Garden, a check for $800.00 was given to the Donna Hicken Foundation .A special guild project found our ladies working on a Signature Quilt for the Donna Hicken Foundation to be a 2008 fund raiser at the Marathon that will be ran in February of 2008.  There has also been a donation by Kathleen Voigt, of fabric and batting for 12 twin size quilts to be given to Daniel Independent Living young people.  This project was started in 2007 and will be completed in 2008.
The Library added 30 new books to the Library through donation and purchase.  The President and Librarian have a complete list of all library books.  We encourage our members to check out books at the General Meeting. There is a fine levied on books that are not returned at the following General Meeting.  There were two AQS books orders placed through the year.

Publicity has been wonderful this year and we have found ourselves in the Mandarin Sun many times.  We are also on the web at http://groups,,firstcoastcommunity..com/AllStarQuiltersGuild.
Road Trips were taken to Orlando Quilt Show, Mt Dora Quilt Show. Quilt Shop of Deland, and Colonial Quilt Shop in Savannah.  Our annual retreat was held in November at The Christian Church Conference Center in Ocala.
This year Kathy Rutherford won a second place ribbon for Jackknifed and Vicki Zoller won a third place ribbon for L’ Hommage au Petit Prince at QuiltFest.  Julie Mainor took first place for Secrets of the Suwannee and second place for Sanctuary along with Dottie Lindsey taking a first place for Christmas Barjello and 4th place for Small Appliqué for Leaf Discharge at the Stephen Foster Quilt Show.
The year 2007 has been a wonderful year full of great memories and happy quilting.

Editors’ Note:

	I received the following in an email from a friend and it brought back so many wonderful memories from my childhood, I thought I would share it with you.

The History of “APRONS”

The principal use of Grandma’s apron was to protect the dress underneath, but along with that, it served as a potholder for removing hot pans from the oven. 

It was wonderful for drying children’s tears, and on occasion was even used for cleaning out dirty ears.

From the chicken coop, the apron was used for carrying eggs, fussy chicks, and sometimes half-hatched eggs to be finished in the warming oven.

When company came, those aprons were ideal hiding places for shy kids. And when the weather was cold, grandma wrapped it around her arms.

Those big old aprons wiped many a perspiring brow, bent over the hot wood stove. Chips and kindling wood were brought into the kitchen in that apron.

From the garden, it carried all sorts of vegetables.  After the peas had been shelled, it carried out the hulls.

In the fall, the apron was used to bring in apples that had fallen from the trees.

When unexpected company drove up the road, it was surprising how much furniture that one apron could dust in a matter of seconds.

When dinner was ready, Grandma walked out on the porch, waved her apron and the men knew it was time to come from the fields to dinner.

It will be a long time before someone invents something that will replace that "old-time apron" that served so may purposes.
