III. MEMBERSHIP QUALIFICATIONS
A person auditioning must currently have and be able to maintain a 2.0 Cumulative GPA.

A person trying out and his/her parent or guardian will fill out the appropriate registration and permission forms. 

A team member is expected to remain on the DPHS Colorguard and Winterguard for the entire season unless dismissed for a rule violation.

A DPHS Guard member must be able to give freely of his/her time for any guard activity throughout the year.  Practices and performances will be after school, evenings and on weekends.  Also, practices/performances may be scheduled during holiday breaks as well as scheduled days off from school.

The guard team member and his/her parent or guardian must be fully aware of the expenses outlined in the information sheet.  They must be willing to meet all financial obligations.

The guard team member must be willing to participate fully in all fund-raising activities and his/her parent or guardian must be willing to support this effort.
