Course Description: The purpose of this course is to introduce students to the Spanish language and its cultures and to develop communicative skills and cross-cultural understanding. The content should include, but not be limited to, beginning skills in listening and speaking with special attention to pronunciation. An introduction to reading and writing should also be included, as well as the fundamentals of grammar and cultures.  ***This course is for students with no previous study and/or study of Spanish.

Course Objectives:

Students will be able to:

1. Demonstrate an understanding about concepts learned in other subject areas in Spanish (e.g. math facts, geographical locations, weather, etc.)

2. Engage in conversation, express feelings and emotions, and exchange opinions.

3. Demonstrate reading comprehension of passages containing familiar vocabulary and structures.

4. Respond to oral and written questions in the affirmative and negative forms in the present indicative tense.

5. Demonstrate a cultural understanding of the different Spanish-speaking cultural groups studied in class by recognizing and identifying their perspectives, cultural manifestations, products, practices, etc.

6. Demonstrate knowledge and use of specific vocabulary in areas of everyday life such as greetings, classroom objects, and activities, personal data, family relationships, weather expressions, and seasons, time, date, idiomatic expressions,  transportation and travel, ordering in a restaurant and shopping, colors, numbers, places in the community, common idiomatic expressions, professions, and careers.

7. Recognize that languages have different patterns of communication and applies this knowledge to his or her own culture.

8. Recognize that cultures have different patterns of interaction and applies this knowledge to his or her own culture.
Homework Policy:


A minimum of two homework assignments will be given per week. These assignments will be reflective of the student’s class grade. We will go over them in class and students are responsible for paying attention and correcting the exercises in red ink color. Homework will be collected and graded.  Turning in incomplete homework assignments and/or failure to participate in the correction process will affect that home learning assignment grade. Bringing your class materials to class everyday is considered as part of your daily homework. Failure to bring any of your classroom materials will result in one “zero” in the “Homework” category for the nine-week period each time any of your materials are not brought to class.

(Special projects or assignments may be worth more. In such cases, the criteria and weight of the assignment will be announced beforehand by the teacher.)

Class Rules: Students are expected to show proper classroom behavior at all times.

A. Stay in your assigned seat until the teacher dismisses the class. Students are to remain in class at all times except in cases of personal emergency, administrative request, or a scheduled conference with a counselor.

B. Listen to the teacher and raise your hand in case you have questions or need to stand up, and wait until the teacher addresses you.

C. Respect yourself, your classmates, and your teacher. Always be polite.
D. Be in your seat when the bell rings.

E. Always come prepared for class (paper, pencil, pens, and any other materials required)

F. Throw all garbage away before leaving the class. (IN A CIVILIZED MANNER)

G. Cellular phones, iPods or other electronic devices are NOT allowed. They will be taken away and turned in to the appropriate personnel in the main office.

H. Eating, drinking and chewing gum is not allowed in the classroom.

I. Racist, sexist, or any other type of discriminatory remarks toward other students will not be tolerated in this class.

J. Take notes of the class explanations in your composition notebook.

K. If you’re absent, you must bring your admit the next day you come to class. Completing the class work and/or homework you missed is your responsibility. The student will have two school days upon returning to school from an EXCUSED absence to complete his/her missed work.
L. It is the responsibility of the student to complete any class work or homework missed while serving SCSI during class time. Missed assignments must be turned-in within the two days after returning from SCSI. 

M. No hall passes will be issued, except in an extreme emergency or for medical reasons. 

Consequences for disruptive behavior and for breaking any of these rules.

1. Warning in class/Detention

2. Parent contact

3. Referral.

4. Parent/teacher/student conference.

5. Subsequent administrative action.

Note: A conduct cut will be issued for every warning. Five conduct cuts will result in lowering the conduct grade for the nine weeks by one letter grade.
Class supplies:

1. It is mandatory to bring a composition notebook to class every day in which you will take classnotes.

2. You must also bring a properly organized three-ring binder to class every  day with plenty of college-ruled paper. You will need the binder to keep handouts, worksheets, some classnotes, as well as the paper for classwork and classroom activities. 

3. Two different color pens (blue or black AND red), a highlighter, and two No. 2 pencils with erasers. 

4. Additional materials may be needed for different projects throughout the year. Students will be informed in a timely manner of the topics and the supplies needed.

5. A Spanish/English (bilingual) dictionary.

Tardiness and absences:

If a student is absent, he/she must bring his/her admit the next day he/she comes to class. Completing the class work and/or homework missed is his/her responsibility. However, any missed work due to an absence will only be accepted if said absence is EXCUSED. The student will have two school days upon returning to school from an EXCUSED absence to complete his/her missed work. For each day thereafter, the grade for the assignment will be lowered by one letter grade.

It is the responsibility of the student to complete any class work or homework missed while serving SCSI during class time. Missed assignments must be turned-in within the two days upon returning from SCSI.
