May 6—State Representative Peter Neher
visited us and spoke on the budget proc-
ess and taxes. He explained how the state

tries to balance the budget without cutting
too deeply into those services we need to
maintain our way of living.

May 13 — Susan Fraley from Crime Stop-
pers explained the goal of having the pub-
lic help find the responsible parties for a
wide variety of crimes - the ones that are
without good suspects, whether new or
old. They place phones in the prisons
(where a lot of the information they need
resides) and arrange for anonymous tips
and rewards. When a tip is received, the
tipster is given a secret number. Ifitis
productive and wins a reward, they will
mail a check made out to that number to
any address specified. Then anyone can
take the check to the bank, write the num-
ber on the back of the check, and collect
cash. No identification is required.
