The shoe box project for a homeless woman each month is rapidly becoming a success at Providence Place.  Joanne Jaycox delivered the box that Carol Zeber made for one of the women and says it was “well received.”  Carole Hart has wrapped and filled five shoe boxes and will bring them to the November meeting.  Future Shoe Box Assignments:  November:  Mary Louise, December Kim & Cindy.  Joanne has agreed to chair the Providence Place projects and will be delivering all the shoe box packages each month.  Bring yours to the meeting in your assigned month and give it to her for delivery.  Joanne has also been gathering information on the new organization and facility that was once two locations (Angelica House and Providence Place) and is now Providence Place only.  
ABOUT PROVICENCE PLACE

Joanne has been visiting their new facility and inquired about a number of things.  Volunteer Coordinator, Mary Wakefall; Jessica; and Case Worker Karen answered Joanne’s questions.

This facility is quite different from the one on Oakland Park Boulevard, in that the families are in apartments and do their own cooking.  There is not a central kitchen.  The women and their children who were housed at the building which was once known as Providence Place are now being housed somewhere else in the county.  What was Angelica House and now called Providence Place at this time is housing 15 families, which include 8 men.  
There is no recreation room.  They meet in the pool area at this time and are seeking a “community room.  Joanne suggested they check with St. Coleman’s Church (only ½ block away) and Pat Larkins’ Center or the Emma Olson Center.  There is no office space.  At the moment the staff is working where they keep clothing.

SPRING EVENT 
We originally said we would make gift boxes for the women of Providence Place.  Those women seem to have been sent to another location.  Perhaps we should try to find them since they were our main concern.  It seems that nothing has changed at the facility once known as Angelica House, except a name change to Providence Place.  

Currently, Providence Place is requesting a food drive or gift cards for each family. They are living within walking distance of a Dollar Tree Store, Wal-Mart Neighborhood Grocery, Steinmart and others on Federal Highway.
