For over 20 years our club has been sponsoring a Poster Contest for 30+ DHH children at Tamarac Elementary School.   This year each of the 33 children was given a picture from a magazine which they pasted on a piece of colored construction paper.  They then wrote down their interpretation of the picture and explained verbally and/or by signing to the teacher.  The teacher then wrote what the child communicated.   The children’s posters were divided into three groups:  Kindergarten; 1st, 2nd and 3rd grades; and 4th and 5th grades.

Since 1992 our club has awarded 45 scholarships.  These scholarships are awarded to students who live in Broward County or attend Florida School for the Deaf and Blind (or a similar Florida School).  Students who attend schools outside of Broward County must be based in Broward.  Students must also be deaf, hard of hearing, or a hearing student going into a related field.  The deadline for applications this year was May 1, 2011.  As Chair of the committee, Joanne Jaycox sent out applications in February.  She also contacted high schools and agencies connected with deaf and hearing impaired students.

After individually reviewing the scholarship applications from four deaf and one hearing student, the members of the Scholarship Committee met on Sunday, May 29th to discuss and determine who would receive the awards.  There were five applicants.  Three were graduating seniors who will be going to their first year of college.  The following was agreed upon and checks will be sent to the respective colleges this month.
