This year’s National fees and Troop Dues are as follows:

National and Troop Dues for each Scout




$55.00

National Dues for each registered Adult Leader



$12.00

Boy’s Life subscription – 1 year (optional)




$10.80

Troop dues are used to pay charter renewal fees, accident insurance, rank advancement and merit badges, awards, and other troop supplies. While dues and subscription fees for Scouts can be paid for from Individual Scout Accounts (ISA’s), adult membership fees must be paid by check.

Boy’s Life subscriptions are encouraged for each scout, but optional.  Include an additional $10.80 for each subscription.  

Adult memberships include a subscription to Scouting magazine for no additional fees.

In addition to requesting payment of dues at this time, we also ask that you complete the following forms: 

· Medical Release Form

· must be signed and notarized for 2005

· Copy (front and back) of your insurance card

· The troop’s Accident Insurance supplements your primary health insurance, if any.
· Boy Scout Class I Medical Exam Form

· Parents must complete the Class I portion of the Medical Form only

· Class II/III forms are not required at this time.  Mr. Meyer will let you know in early 2005 if updated Class II/III forms are needed for summer camp and/or high adventure treks

· Scout and Adult Leader Personal Data Sheets 

· Add/change/delete information from our Troopmaster database

· Trop Resource Survey 

· Our Scouts will only get out of the program what we ALL put into it!

Please return these completed forms, along with a check to cover your family’s share of these fees made payable to “Boy Scout Troop 849” by Dec 1, 2004.  Optionally, you may mail the forms and payment to Peter Van Varick @ 196 Sheridan Ave, Longwood, FL 32750-3930.
