Please pack a bagged breakfast and lunch for your scout for the trip up.

The Scouts love to receive mail at camp. If you are going to mail a package, I would suggest you mail it the Thursday or Friday BEFORE we leave for camp.  If sending snacks, please pack enough for 16 boys. PLEASE DO NOT call camp unless it is an emergency. Leader cell phone numbers are listed at the end of this document, however, we ask that these too only be used for emergencies. The Scouts will be given an opportunity to call home ONCE during the week. PLEASE DO NOT SEND CALLING CARDS WITH YOUR SCOUTS. It causes a major problem if some Scouts have access to a phone at any time, while others are limited to one call. While we understand that you miss your son, and they you, experience tells us that the more contact with home, the more severe the case of homesickness.

SPENDING MONEY

The amount of spending money you send with your son is entirely up to you. I have found that $40.00 works well. That gives them $5.00 per day, Sunday-Friday, and $10.00 to buy a souvenir on Saturday. This money needs to be split up into envelopes with the Scout’s name, day of the week, and the amount enclosed written on it. The envelopes will be held by the Campmaster and distributed daily.

TRANSPORTATION

Scouts will be transported by leaders attending camp. In the event that we have more Scouts attending than the leaders have seat belts, we will ask parents to help transport.
DISCIPLINE

The Scoutmaster or Assistants will administer discipline after consultation with other leaders and the Senior Patrol Leader. Minor infractions will be dealt with on a case-by-case basis, with punishments – extra camp duties, missing a troop event, etc. – based on the infraction. Any ongoing discipline problems, or a major infraction – fighting, unsafe handling of knives, etc. – will result in the parent being called to remove the Scout from camp. NO REFUNDS WILL BE GIVEN IN THIS EVENT.

PACKING LISTS

 



It is recommended that you pack all items in a foot locker.
· Class A Uniform: Scout shirt, Scout shorts, Scout belt, Scout socks, Scouting t-shirts, including red Class B shirt(s).  Class A Uniform will be worn while traveling and to all evening activities at camp.

· extra clothing: socks, underwear, shoes/boots, and other. It is especially important to have enough socks and extra shoes, so your feet stay relatively dry in case of rain! Open toed shoes (such as sandals) can only be worn at the water front or in the bath house. 

· sweater or jacket (it does get cool in the evenings) 

· sleeping bag and pillow 

· poncho or rain gear! 

· swim suit 

· soap, comb, toothbrush, toothpaste, deodorant, shampoo, other toiletries as needed 

· towels 

· Scout Handbook, pens, pencils, notebooks, and Merit Badge Pamphlets for classes you're in 

· misc. like cameras, compass, knapsack, flashlight, non-aerosol insect repellent, sunscreen, pocket knives, fishing gear, etc. 

· There may be additional things needed for specific Merit Badges (carving knife, fishing gear…)

· Adults camping with us may wish to provide their own tents.

PRESCRIPTION DRUGS – These must be given to the Campmaster before departure with detailed written instructions on how they are given (please pack bottles and instructions in a zip-lock bag). These meds will be turned over to the camp health staff and will not be dispensed by troop leaders. Please only send the required amount needed for the time we will be away. Scouts who use an inhaler for asthma are allowed to keep them in their possession, but please let us know if this is the case.

NO ELECTRONIC DEVICES ARE ALLOWED in the Camp.  But they will be allowed in the cars for the trip.
LEADERSHIP

Leadership will be provided by the troop, as well as by the Camp.  Troop 849 is blessed by having an abundance of dedicated leaders. This year we expect to have 9 adults attending Summer Camp. Please, when you have an opportunity, thank the leaders of the troop, and not only those that go to camp. They give up their time to help your sons, as well as their own. While we certainly don’t do it for the praise, it is nice to know our efforts are appreciated. Those leaders that do go to camp not only give up their comfy beds and a week’s vacation, they pay for the privilege, too.
