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The many deaths and births we have experienced these days have reminded me once again that life is never assured, never something to be taken for granted.  They have also reminded me that death is ALWAYS assured.  Thus, my priorities have changed.  I now am more concerned with the lives of my family and friends (as well as my own life) than I used to be.  My professional life is becoming less and less important with each death and birth, and I see myself again moving out into the world from the provinces of small communities, some of which function (malfunction!) by denying realities they cannot or refuse to perceive.  Thus, I desire to write truly again (not politically correct stuff for school).  Now, I am more concerned with internal spirituality and less so with external religiosity.  In other words, I am more concerned than before with my relationship with God as MYSTERY than as the personalization of an assurance that does not exist and has never existed.  Only the God of mystery, the God of intrinsic spirituality, can make "sense" of that which makes no sense: death and birth.
