The minutes from 6/22/09 meeting were read and accepted.
Treasurer’s Report* Denise met with Elizabeth Semones to go over the budget. The preliminary budget for this year used conservative forecasts and is still waiting on some info regarding:  Coaches wish list, outstanding field assessment and some other misc items. Denise will present a more up to date budget at our next meeting in October.  Part of the discussion included a vote to include rising 9th graders and new players the $50 off player fee, awarded to players that worked 3 or more 4 hr shifts at the TNT Fireworks fundraiser this past summer. We discussed the need to increase our revenues as in order to keep player fees low and it’s anticipated that we will have less players this year.

Karen Beatrice offered to be in charge of set up/cleanup and spirit wear. The main purpose of the Social is to increase membership in the booster club and to distribute information between the coaches and the parents.

Fundraising:  Fundraising was discussed with regard to the new budget. We all agreed we wanted to keep players fees and all costs to a minimum.
