



General Personal Equipment for Summer Camp




Full BSA field uniform to be worn to and from camp


All items except pillow and sleeping bad should be carried in wax boxes or similar water resistance container that will fit under a standard camp cot approx. 12” by 12” by 18” no more than 2 boxes/containers





What to Bring
 Light weight sleeping Bag or sheets and light blanket for cot

Pillow

Full BSA field uniform
Yellow and Green troop t-shirts enough for entire week (only kind you need to bring)
Scout shorts or ones of a close color and design enough for entire week
Scout socks, all you have, other white socks as needed for week
Scout cap

Tennis shoes or well broke in boots

Water shoes if working on a boating merit badge

Flip Flops or sandals for shower

Swimming trunks

Rain gear

Underwear for entire week

Towels at least 3 or 4, will shower daily and be in pool daily

Insect Repellent

Spending money in ones for at camp ($50 should be more than enough)
