HOUSTON JUST 10 KILLS SHY OF SECOND

Jamie Houston has racked up 1,863 career kills, and is now just 10 kills behind Teee
Williams for second all-time in the UH record book. Her 4.83 career kill per set average
ranks third.

The Huntsville, Ala., native posted two double-doubles this past week, bringing
her season total to four for the season. She started with 18 kills and 12 digs vs. San
Jose State (Oct. 24), then added 12 kills, 11 digs and a .526 hitting percentage vs.
Fresno State (Oct. 26).

Sheis UH's kill-leader, averaging 4.06 kills, 1.81 digs and 0.69 blocks per set.

Houston hit .391 with 12 kills, eight digs and three blocks at Utah State (Oct. 16),
then had five kills, five digs and five blocks at Nevada (Oct. 18).

The All-American averaged 5.11 kills and 2.00 digs per set on the first road trip.
She started with a huge night at Louisiana Tech (Sept. 25), hitting .341 with 21 kills
and 11 digs. Houston then added a match-high 16 kills at New Mexico State (Sept. 27)
and nine kills at San Jose State (Sept. 29). For that week, she earned WAC Player of the
Week honors, tying Angelica Ljungquist and Kim Willoughby for the most conference
player of the week awards in program history.

The senior had 20 kills and six digs while hitting .317 vs. Idaho (Sept. 19), before
added nine kills in just two sets vs. Boise State (Sept. 20).

Houston had a big week in the Chevron Rainbow Wahine Invitational, taking tour-
nament most outstanding player and WAC Player of the Week honors. On the week, she
averaged 4.64 kills, 0.82 blocks and 0.91 digs per set.

After opening the invitational with eight kills, five digs and three blocks vs. St.
Mary’s (Sept. 11), Houston led UH the next two matches, posting 16 kills and six blocks
vs. Pacific (Sept. 12) and 27 kills vs. Washington (Sept. 13).

Houston had a big match vs. Cincinnati (Sept. 7), hitting .367 with 12 kills.

She had 15 kills, eight digs and three blocks vs. Minnesota (Sept. 4). She also had
a double-double with 18 kills, 15 digs and five blocks vs. UCLA (Aug. 31).

DIFFERENT NAME BUT STILL BRINGS THE GAME
Kanani Herring legally changed her last name to Danielson this week. She is averaging
3.05 kills, 2.92 digs and 0.48 blocks per set on the season.

Danielson had a good week, hitting .375 with 12 kills and seven digs vs. San Jose
State (Oct. 24), then hitting .310 with 13 kills and nine digs vs. Fresno State (Oct. 26).

Danielson played only in the back row for five matches due to injury. In matches
where she played all the way around, the freshman is hitting .312 with 3.67 kills, 0.59
blocks and 3.10 digs per set.

Danielson hit .391 with 12 kills and three blocks at Utah State (Oct. 16), before
posting nine kills and seven digs at Nevada (Oct. 18).

The Ewa Beach, 0‘ahu, native had a good start to WAC play, hitting .367 with 4.57
kills and 4.57 digs per set, earning the freshman WAC Player of the Week honors.
Danielson hit .409 with 22 kills and 17 digs vs. Idaho (Sept. 19), before posting 10 kills
and 15 digs vs. Boise State (Sept. 20).

Danielson was named to her second straight all-tournament team at the Chevron
Rainbow Wahine Invitational, averaging 3.73 kills, 3.64 digs and 0.82 blocks per set.
She hit .360 with 11 kills and 12 digs vs. St. Mary’s (Sept. 11), then added nine kills and
12 digs vs. Pacific (Sept. 12) before posting 21 kills, 16 digs and four blocks vs.
Washington (Sept. 13).

The freshman had an amazing week in The Honolulu Advertiser Challenge, hitting
.429 with 4.10 kills and 3.10 digs per set to help her earn Most Outstanding Player hon-
ors, becoming the first UH freshman had earned MOP honors in any of the three hosted
UH tournaments. She opened the tournament with 21 kills, 16 digs and a. 369 hitting
percentage vs. Minnesota (Sept. 4). Danielson then added seven kills and six digs while
hitting .400 vs. Wyoming (Sept. 5) before hitting .571 with 13 kills, nine digs and two
aces vs. Cincinnati (Sept. 7).

The Kamehameha graduate had her first career double-double with 14 kills and 18
digs vs. UCLA (Aug. 31) in the Wahine Classic, closing a weekend that saw her average
2.70 kills, 2.90 digs and 0.70 blocks per set.

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KAUFMAN GIVES UH A MIDDLE THREAT
Amber Kaufman has been a scoring machine for UH, hitting .365 with 2.00 kills,
0.95 blocks and 0.48 aces per set.

She hit .556 with 11 kills and three blocks vs. Fresno State (Oct. 26).

The San Jose, Calif., native hit .615 with nine kills at Nevada (Oct. 18).

Kaufman hit .667 with four kills and four blocks vs. Louisiana Tech (Oct. 10),
then added six more blocks vs. New Mexico State (Oct. 12).

The junior had a good first road trip for the Rainbow Wahine. She started with
seven kills, four blocks, two aces and a .417 hitting percentage at Louisiana Tech
(Sept. 25). She then hit .438 with eight kills at New Mexico State (Sept. 27) before
hitting .400 with seven kills and five blocks in her homecoming at San Jose State
(Sept. 29).

Kaufman had a big match vs. Idaho (Sept. 19) in the WAC opener, hitting .600
with 10 kills, five blocks and three aces.

The middle came up big in the Rainbow Wahine’s match vs. Washington (Sept.
13), posting 10 kills, six digs and two blocks while hitting .533. But it was her per-
formance from the service line that truly put Hawai‘i over the top, breaking the
school single-match record with 11 aces, a number that ties Kaufman for sixth in
the NCAA record book for aces in a five-set match.

In total, Kaufman hit .462 for the Chevron Rainbow Wahine Invitational, aver-
aging 1.91 kills, 1.09 aces and 0.64 blocks per set, earning her all-tournament
honors.

The San Jose, Calif., native posted 12 kills, five blocks and a .409 hitting per-
centage vs. Minnesota (Sept. 4).

Last spring, Kaufman won the Western Athletic Conference title in the high
jump, breaking the school record with a jump of 6 feet, 0.5 in. She then earned All-
America honors after placing fifth at the NCAA Championships and then placed
12th at the U.S. Olympic Trials.

CUBI-OTINERU KEEPS BANGING
Aneli Cubi-Otineru continues to be a threat for the Rainbow Wahine, averaging
2.37 kills, 2.15 digs and 0.34 aces per set.

The Punahou graduate posted eight kills and eight digs vs. San Jose State
(Oct. 24), then hit .412 with seven kills, nine digs, two aces and three blocks vs.
Fresno State (Oct. 26).

Cubi-Otineru had a good week on the road, hitting .364 with five kills and six
digs at Utah State (Oct. 16), then hitting .385 with 13 kills and eight digs.

The junior hit .400 with five kills, four digs and three blocks in just two sets at
Louisiana Tech (Sept. 25). She then had 10 kills and 12 digs for her second double-
double of the season at New Mexico State (Sept. 27).

Cubi-Otineru had two good matches to start the WAC. She started with eight
kills, six digs and two aces vs. Idaho (Sept. 19), before hitting .333 with nine kills,
five aces and four digs vs. Boise State (Sept. 20).

The Southern Idaho transfer made her second all-tournament team, averaging
2.80 kills and 2.40 digs per set in The Honolulu Advertiser Volleyball Challenge.

The Hale*iwa, 0‘ahu, native started the weekend with a 13-kill, 17-dig match
vs. Minnesota (Sept. 4). She then hit .462 with eight kills in just two sets vs.
Wyoming (Sept. 5) before adding seven kills and five digs vs. Cincinnati (Sept. 7).

Cubi-Otineru had a great weekend in the Wahine Classic for the Rainbow
Wahine, hitting .373 with 3.00 kills and 1.10 digs per set, earning her all-tourna-
ment honors.

The junior opened the tournament by hitting .350 with nine kills against No. 1
Penn State (Aug. 29). She then hit .571 with nine kills vs. Ohio (Aug. 30) before
posting 12 kills and six digs vs. No. 6 UCLA (Aug. 31).

Cubi-Otineru earned first team all-WAC honors in 2007. She averaged 3.69 kills
and 2.79 digs per set, posting 13 double-doubles on the season. She was also
named to the preseason all-WAC team this season.

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‘BOWS IN THE POLLS
The Rainbow Wahine are ranked No. 8 in the AVCA Coaches Top 25 Poll this week.
Hawai‘i has enjoyed a successful run of 243-consecutive weeks in the poll, dating back
to 1992, appearing in 373 of the 377 (.989) polls all-time. UH is third in poll appear-
ances, behind only Nebraska and Stanford, who have both appeared in all 377 polls.
The Rainbow Wahine also rank third to Stanford and Nebraska in weeks ranked in
the top 10 (283) and rank third to Nebraska and UCLA in weeks ranked at No. 1 (48). In
its 48 weeks as the No. 1 team in the country, UH boasts a 126-10 (.923) record.

FERRELL BRINGS HEAT OFF THE BENCH
Stephanie Ferrell has been great off the bench for the Rainbow Wahine, hitting .329
with 2.44 kills per set.

She had four kills in each of the two matches this past week, despite playing in just
one set vs. San Jose State (Oct. 24) and two sets vs. Fresno State (Oct. 26)

Ferrell had a great match vs. Louisiana Tech (Oct. 10), posting eight kills on nine
swings for a .778 hitting percentage. Ferrell was a perfect 7-for-7 to start the match
before she hit a ball that couldn’t clear the tape late in the third set. She then added
another seven kills vs. New Mexico State (Oct. 12).

The freshman had a good week on UH’s first road trip, hitting .380 with 3.00 kills
per set. She started with eight kills, five digs and two blocks while hitting .583 at
Louisiana Tech (Sept. 25). Ferrell added nine kills and two blocks at New Mexico State
(Sept. 27) and 10 kills with a .471 hitting percentage at San Jose State (Sept. 29).

Ferrell struggled a bitin a start vs. Idaho (Sept. 19), but then came back with a
good match vs. Boise State (Sept. 20), hitting .500 with five kills in just two sets.

The Los Angles, Calif., native had a great tournament in the Chevron Rainbow
Wahine Invitational. Ferrell averaged 2.22 kills per set while hitting an amazing .500.

The redshirt freshman hit .857 with six kills vs. St. Mary’s (Sept. 11) and .625 with
five kills vs. Pacific (Sept. 12), before taking a big role in UH’s five-set win over
Washington (Sept. 13). Ferrell hit .294 with nine kills in the match.

Ferrell had a career-high 13 kills and three blocks in her first start of the season
vs. Wyoming (Sept. 5).

MAFUA SETS IT ALL UP
Dani Mafua has started the majority of the season at setter, averaging 11.32 assists and
2.10 digs per set while hitting .373 with 0.44 kills per set.

Mafua set the offense well this past week, posting 45 assists and 12 digs vs. San
Jose State (Oct. 24), then setting the team to a .454 hitting percentage with 50 assists
and six digs vs. Fresno State (Oct. 26).

The sophomore had two good matches on the road. She started with 30 assists,
two digs and two blocks at Louisiana Tech (Sept. 25). She then had 41 assists, nine digs
and two kills at New Mexico State (Sept. 27) before sitting out the San Jose State match
(Sept. 29), due to illness.

The Kapolei, 0’ahu, native had 55 assists and eight digs vs. Idaho (Sept. 19) and
31 assists vs. Boise State (Sept. 20).

The Mid-Pacific Institute graduate had a great weekend in the Chevron Rainbow
Wahine Invitational. She started with 29 assists and 12 digs vs. St. Mary’s (Sept. 11).
She then had 40 assists and seven digs vs. Pacific (Sept. 12), before posting a season-
high 63 assists and seven digs vs. Washington (Sept. 13).

Mafua started The Honolulu Advertiser Volleyball Challenge with 51 assists and 11
digs vs. Minnesota (Sept. 4). She added 16 assists and eight digs in just two sets vs.
Wyoming (Sept. 5) before posting 34 assists, six digs and three kills on just three
attempts vs. Cincinnati (Sept. 7).

The sophomore played well vs. UCLA (Aug. 31), posting her first career double-
double with 52 assists and 11 digs.

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HITTLE TAKING A LIKING TO LIBERO POSITION
Tara Hittle has been solid since moving over to the libero position this season, averag-
ing 2.91 digs per set.

Hittle led all players with 16 digs in the match vs. Fresno State (Oct. 26).

The senior had 13 digs at Louisiana Tech (Sept. 25), picking up two kills as she
played one set as an outside hitter. She then set a new career-high at New Mexico State
(Sept. 27) with four aces while adding six digs, before posing eight kills, seven digs and
two aces, playing the full match as an outside hitter at San Jose State (Sept. 29).

Hittle had a good start to WAC play, posting 16 digs vs. Idaho (Sept. 19).

The Colorado Springs, Colo., native averaged 3.09 digs per setin the Chevron
Rainbow Wahine Invitational.

Hittle tallied 29 digs in The Honolulu Advertiser Volleyball Challenge, earning all-
tournament honors.

The senior had 11 digs vs. Penn State (Aug. 29), nine digs vs. Ohio (Aug. 30) and
16 digs vs. UCLA (Aug. 31).

The solid play also helped Hittle reach a milestone as she became the 11th player
in Hawai‘i history to eclipse the 1,000-dig mark vs. Ohio. Hittle currently sits in fourth
on the UH career dig list at 1,174, just 46 digs behind Kanoe Kamana‘o for third.

Hittle played the 2007-08 season for the Rainbow Wahine basketball team, starting
nine games. She averaged 7.3 points and 7.2 rebounds in 23.1 minutes per game.

RAINBOW WAHINE IN WAC PLAY

Hawai‘i has been dominant in the Western Athletic Conference since joining the confer-
ence in 1996. They have won 12 straight WAC reqular season titles, every year they've
been in the conference. The Rainbow Wahine have an amazing 177-4 (.978) record in
regular season conference matches.

Hawai‘i also won their eighth-straight Western Athletic Conference tournament
title last season, advancing to all 10 championship matches. In WAC Tournament play,
Hawai‘i is 28-2 (.933) with 18 sweeps, seven four-set wins and three five-set victories.

UH had an amazing streak of 114-consecutive wins in conference play that ran from
Oct. 17, 1998 to Oct. 13, 2006, when the Rainbow Wahine fell to New Mexico State in
five sets in Las Cruces, N.M. The streak spanned seven years and 361 days, beating 17
different teams. The loss occurred on the 58th road match during the streak, on the
29th different road trip that Hawai‘i had taken.

The Rainbow Wahine also saw another impressive conference streak come to an end
last season as Utah State snapped UH’s 108-match home conference winning streak.
That streak included a 97-match WAC home winning streak, with USU posting the first-
ever win by a WAC team in Honolulu. New Mexico State became just the second WAC
team to win in Honolulu earlier this season.

More impressive than the dominant record that UH has in conference is the fashion
they have dominated in. Of the 175 wins, 134 of them have come in three-set sweeps.
The Rainbow Wahine have won 30 WAC matches in four sets and just 11 in five sets. UH’s
loss to New Mexico State earlier this season was just the second time a WAC team has
swept the Rainbow Wahine in their 13 years in the conference.

During the 15-point, serve-to-score era (1996-2000), Hawai‘i had 15 sets in which
they held their opponent to just two points, nine sets where they held them to one
point and five conference sets in which they held the other team scoreless. In the 30-
point, rally-scoring era (2001-2007), UH has had three sets in which they held the
opposing team in single digits. Thus far this season, the first year with the 25-point,
rally scoring, UH held one WAC opponent under 10 points (nine by Louisiana Tech in the
third set on Oct. 10).

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UH RANKS IN THE TOP TEN IN THREE CATEGORIES

The Rainbow Wahine rank fourth in the country in both kills and assists per set, averaging
14.87 and 13.90, respectively. They also rank eighth in the country with a .291 hitting per-
centage.

UH finished as the nation’s leader in kills in 2002, while they led the country in assists
in both 2001 and '02. The Rainbow Wahine have also finished the season with the nation’s
top hitting percentage in 2002 and with the most blocks per setin 1999.

Hawai‘i is still the only team to lead the nation in all three offensive categories in one
season, averaging 18.19 kills and 16.72 assists per set while hitting .329.

Individually, Dani Mafua ranks 14th in assists per set with 11.32. Amber Kaufman
ranks 24th in aces per set (0.48) and 42nd in hitting percentage (.365), while Jamie
Houston ranks 28th with a 4.06 kill per set average.

STAN SHERIFF CENTER WELCOMES TWO-MILLIONTH FAN
The Stan Sheriff Center has welcomed record volleyball crowds since opening its doors in
September, 2004. While leading the nation in attendance again this season, UH also
reached a new attendance milestone, welcoming in the two-millionth fan to watch a
women'’s volleyball match in the arena on Oct. 10, vs. Louisiana Tech.

UH’s total attendance in 14-plus seasons is 2,020,073, as the Rainbow Wahine have
led the nation in attendance since 1995, the first full season in the arena.

ROAD WARRIORS
Hawai‘i has played very well on the road over the past few years, boasting a 58-2 (.967)
since the 2002 season.

The ironic thing about UH’s run on the road is that their only two losses came away
from the opposing team’s “home court.”

Hawai‘i lost their first road match in that stretch in Las Cruces, N.M., on Oct. 13, 2006.
But because New Mexico State was doing construction on the Pan American Center during
the 2006 season, the match was played at Las Cruces High School.

The Rainbow Wahine's other loss came at Nebraska on Oct. 21, 2007. The match was
played at the Devaney Center in front of an NCAA regular season record crowd of 13,396,
instead of their normal facility, the NU Coliseum.

UH was on a 43-match road win streak before the loss at NMSU, the longest road
winning streak in program history.

THIS WEEK IN RAINBOW WAHINE HISTORY

In the 30+ years of Rainbow Wahine volleyball, many big events have occurred. Here are a
couple of events that happened this week in UH women’s volleyball history.

Oct. 29, 1982 - At the 1982 Wendy's Classic in Stockton, Calif., the Rainbow Wahine
defeat UCLA, 15-17, 15-9, 15-13 and 17-15, for Shoji’s 200th career win.

Nov. 2, 1996 - Hawai‘i lost a four-set match to Stanford, 5-15, 15-11, 15-6 and 15-9 in
front of a sold-out crowd at the Stan Sheriff Center. The loss proved to be the only one for
UH during the reqular season. The Rainbow Wahine advanced to the NCAA Championship
match later during the season, falling again to Stanford for the national title.

Oct. 30, 1999 - The Rainbow Wahine celebrate Shoji’s 700th victory in Fresno, Calif., with
a 15-3, 15-5 and 15-10 win over Fresno state. With the win, Shoji becomes just the sev-
enth coach all-time to win 700 matches.

HEAD COACH DAVE SHOJI

Head Coach Dave Shoji has been through it all as the head of the Rainbow
Wahine volleyball program. He’s seen his program go from a small upstart
team to one of the most visual teams in the country.

Shoji ranks amongst the best in the coaching ranks no matter which
way you look at it. He’s second only to UCLA’s Andy Banachowski in career
victories with 953 and to Penn State’s Russ Rose in career winning per-
centage (.849). He's also one of just five coaches that have claimed four
national championships, all ranking second to Banachowski’s six titles.

But the impact he has made on the state of Hawai'i could be even
greater than the one he has on volleyball. Shoji’s program has made
women's volleyball into a staple of the islands.

Ever since the building of the Stan Sheriff Center in 1994, Hawaii
has led the nation in attendance, averaging over 7,000 a match. All
Rainbow Wahine volleyball home matches are televised live throughout
the islands with the majority of matches, home and away, available on the
radio.

The honors have piled up for Shoji over the years. He is a nine-time
conference and region Coach of the Year and was named the national
Coach of the Year in 1982. Shoji was named to the list of all-time great
coaches by USA Volleyball in 2002. He has also recently been inducted to
Hawai‘i Sports Hall of Fame and was named as the coach of the NCAA 25th
Anniversary team.

In 1975, a young Shoji took over the reins of the UH women’s volley-
ball program. He was just 28 years old with no clue that he would turn a
one-year-old program into a national powerhouse for the next three
decades.

The team was coming off a 9-1 campaign in 1974 that ended with the
Rainbow Wahine falling to UCLA in the national title match at the ATAW
Championship.

In Shoji’s first four years at the helm of the program, he took the
team to two more national title matches before it finally broke through to
take the title in 1979 with a five-game victory over Utah State in the ATAW
finals.

It was the school’s first-ever team national championship and a sign
of great things to come for the young program.

In 1981, Shoji became UH’s first full-time coach for a women’s pro-
gram. He led the team to another national title, this time in the new NCAA
Tournament in 1982, beating the USC Women of Troy in a come-from-
behind five-game thriller.

Shoji would lead the team to another title in 1983 with a straight-set
win over UCLA, becoming the first school to win back-to-back national
championships.

The Rainbow Wahine again returned to the national championship
match in 1987, capping a 37-2 season with a sweep of Stanford for the pro-
gram’s fourth national title and third NCAA title.

The team lost to Texas in the 1988 national championship match,
then went through a stretch of five frustrating losses in six years to rival
Long Beach State in the NCAA Regionals, holding them out of the NCAA
Championships.

Hawai‘i would finally make that return in 1996, dropping just one
game in the first four matches of the NCAA Tournament. But another long-
time nemesis of the Rainbow Wahine, Stanford, stopped UH’s bid for a
national title, sweeping the Rainbow Wahine in the championship match.

Under Shoji, UH volleyball finished in the Top 10 in 21 of the 26 final
AVCA polls, and ranked in the top five 14 times. They have made it to the
postseason in all but one year, finishing with a winning record in all 33
seasons.

The 62-year-old was also responsible for the start of the men'’s vol-
leyball program in 1978. Shoji served as the men’s coach at UH from 1978-
85, compiling a record of 81-48, leading the team to a Western Collegiate
Volleyball Conference title in 1980.

Shoji was a three-sport athlete at Upland High Schoolin California,
playing football, basketball and baseball. He then moved on to UC Santa
Barbara, where he played baseball for a year, along with three years of vol-
leyball. He earned All-America honors as a volleyball player in 1968 and
'69. He earned his bachelor’s degree in physical education in 1969.

After spending two years in the U.S. Army, Shoji returned to Hawaii
to coach the Kalani High School girls” and boys’ volleyball teams. He then
took an assistant coaching job at Punahou School.

Shoji and his wife, the former Mary Tennefos, reside in Manoa. Mary
Shoji was an assistant coach for the Punahou girl’s volleyball team this
past year.

They have three children. Cobey, 29, works at Stanford University;
Kawika, 20, and Erik, 18, play for the Stanford men’s volleyball team.
