The following document is just a sample format for a resume which could be used to submit to universities when your student is applying for admission.  Since homeschoolers do not have the benefit of playing varsity sports, entering UIL competitions, etc., we have to “let their light shine” via their own resume.

This is information which is not included on a student’s academic transcript, but which gives a better picture of the student as a whole than their grades can show.

Please remember that universities and their scholarship programs are looking for well-rounded students—students who have not only excelled academically, but in extra-curricular and community activities as well.

Keep the resume brief—no more than one page.  For each area, arrange the list from most recent backward.  (ie senior year, then junior, then sophomore, etc.)  Do not include any activities or awards which occurred prior to high school.  Do include, however, things which may have begun prior to high school and continued (ie, boy scouts, girl scouts, black belt in martial arts, etc.)
