This logo also represents a board and club members who have brought
you countless programs of insightful and informative program presenters, 18
schools that are now participating in Trout in the Classroom, volunteers who
participate in so many facets of the East Idaho Fly Expo and helping to raise funds
for the Idaho Food Bank through the Sportsmen Against Hunger. We can build
upon this great heritage by getting involved and making a difference in many
different ways. The following are some of the very worthwhile projects our club
can get take the initiative with as we move forward into an exciting future.

Edson Fichter Community Pond Project 1 (Community Project)

Where to begin? This project has so many great opportunities for our club. At the
grass roots, our club can roll up its sleeves and help bring this project into full
reality. Our club can not only assist monetarily with some of the costs, as
volunteers we can physically help with putting the landscaping around the pond.
With the pond in place, club volunteers can organize fly casting clinics, fishing
techniques and tournaments.

First Cast Program 1 (TU National Program)

First Cast is TU's new nationwide initiative to introduce youth to coldwater
conservation through angling. The program is the result of a ground-breaking
partnership between TU and the Recreational Boating and Fishing Foundation
(RBFF), working on the premise that many of our most dedicated conservationists
are also avid anglers.

Fly fishing is an ideal vehicle for encouraging youth to participate in coldwater
stewarship. In order to be a successful fly fisher, the young angler must develop
an in-depth understanding of the aquatic habitat. This leads to a feeling of
"ownership" of the resource and a concern for its future. As part of this effort to
identify and train the next generation of coldwater stewards, youth fly fishing
education has become an integral part of our overall youth education agenda.

Big Lost River

The Big Lost River is about 120 miles (190 km) long has two
main tributary forks, the North Fork Big Lost River and the
East Fork Big Lost River. The river originates in the Pioneer
Mountains in Salmon-Challis National Forest, flows northeast
then turns southeast, with the Lost River Range to the east
separating the Big Lost River Valley from the Little Lost River
Valley. A dam impounds the river and creates Mackay
Reservoir. Near Arco the river enters the Snake River Plain,
curves east and then northeast and enters the depression
where the water flows into the ground, hence it was called the
Big Lost River.

With the new rules opening catch and release water, the Big
Lost River will be great dry fly fishing. Some dry fly
suggestions would include midges, BWOQO’s and quite possibly
caddis and even some skwala stoneflies. Hopefully this river
won’t blow out until early May! There is plenty of access and
one should be able to stay within the high water mark easily.
Other flies could include CDC emergers, griffin gnats, BWO'’s
sparkle duns, small stimulators in dark colors, x-caddis, elk
hair caddis are other real dry fly possibilities.

Don’t forget about going with subsurface flies if the dry action
doesn’t produce. Glasshouse caddis, ultra zugs, prince
nymphs, Copper Johns, along with the usual suspects are all
excellent nymph selections.

Idaho Fish & Game

Your Local Fish Hatchery

In today’s world, it’s difficult to find an inexpensive place to take the kids for a fun-filled afternoon. One excursion that is sure to
be a hit with kids young and old is a visit to your local Idaho Department of Fish and Game fish hatchery.

Fish and Game operates 19 fish hatcheries statewide. Visits are free and there are numerous activities available at a hatchery
to entertain the kids while also teaching them the basics about fish life cycles.

Southeast Idaho residents are fortunate to have two hatcheries in their backyards; one in American Falls, and one in Grace.
For most folks here in southeast Idaho, driving to one of these hatcheries takes less than an hour. Both hatcheries are open 7
days a week, and staff is usually available from 8 am until 4 pm to answer questions.

Some of the activities available at the Grace Fish Hatchery include: taking a self-guided tour with educational kiosks, feeding
the fish, or enjoying a “nature” walk around the site. There is also a shaded park area which provides a great place for a picnic
lunch with the family. Fishing at the hatchery is not permitted, except on Free Fishing Day when there is a fishing clinic for
anglers age 14 and under and plenty of big “lunkers” to go around.

Similarly, at the American Falls Hatchery, visitors can enjoy self-guided tours, feeding fish, and nature walks. In fact, the site is
bordered by a nature trail and offers some wonderful birding opportunities. Fishing is not permitted at the hatchery, though
anglers can park at the hatchery and access some great year round fishing on the Snake River.

The Grace Fish Hatchery produces rainbow trout, lake trout and cutthroat trout (the state fish) which are stocked into waters
throughout the state from March through November. The hatchery at American Falls produces rainbow trout, brown trout,
cutthroats, and rainbow/cutthroat hybrids which are stocked from February through November. Visitors can see fish at the
hatcheries 365 days a year, which means that any time is a good time to visit your local hatchery.

For those interested in visiting our hatcheries, the Grace Fish Hatchery is located in Caribou County on State Highway 34,
about 6 miles south of Grace. The hatchery has north and southbound signs which will easily direct visitors to the facility. The
American Falls Hatchery is located in Power County just outside of American Falls. Just follow the signs on Highway 39 from
the American Falls Dam. For maps or directions to your nearest hatchery, visit fishandgame.idaho.gov.

Group and school tours are available upon request. Grace Hatchery staff can be contacted at (208) 427-6364, or contact the
American Falls Hatchery at (208) 226-2015.
