ARTICLE  III            MEMBERSHIP:   Section A:  Only members of the Illinois

                                                      High School Association in good standing shall

                                                      be eligible to be members.   

                                                                    Section B:  Applicants for membership must

                                                      signify their willingness and demonstrate their ability

                                                      to meet the Association requirements of this Constitution.
                                                                    Section C:  All officials who wish to become

                                                      members of the P.B.O.A. are subject to the approval

                                                      of the officers. 

                                                                    Section D:  If a member leaves the P.B.O.A. for

                                                      one year or more, he/she would then be subject to the 

                                                      approval of the officers.

                                                                    Section E:  Any member of the P.B.O.A. may 
                                                      withdraw for a period of one year, subject to the approval

                                                      of the officers. This member will then be considered a

                                                      member in good standing, and will not be subject to the 

                                                      officers’ approval for re-instatement to the P.B.O.A. 

                                                      A withdrawal membership is good for three years only.

                                                      Any member seeking a withdrawal membership must ask

                                                      for a one year extension at the end of each of the first two

                                                      years.

                                                    manship, ethical conduct and moral character.

                                                    Nominee must have officiated and been a member of the 

                                                    PBOA for at least twenty years.(To waive total yrs.- see form)
                                                    Nominee must be in good standing with the IHSA.

                                                    Nominee must be an active member of the PBOA.

                                                    All nominees will be selected on their significant and/or

                                                    long-term contributions to basketball officiating and

                                                   the PBOA. While some may serve a long and distinguished

                                                   career, their accomplishments must have been worthy of 

                                                   recognition for them to be considered. Longevity, without

                                                   meaningful impact, does not constitute appropriate

                                                   credentials for Hall of Fame consideration.

                                                            available at time of appointment).

                                                                           Section D: Compensation
                                                             The official being observed will be responsible for  

                                                             paying the observer. The agreement should not exceed 

                                                             the amount that the official is being paid for the contest.

                                                                             Section E: Evaluation (criteria)
                                                             Criteria to be used must include, appearance, manner,

                                                             mechanics, rule knowledge and enforcement, game,

                                                             bench and crowd control. Form must be approved by 

                                                             the members of the association.

                                                                              Section F: Evaluations (required)

                                                             All officials not presently working at the varsity level

                                                             must be observed before doing so. New officials to the

                                                             Association must be observed in the first year. All 

                                                             officials in the association must be observed once

                                                             every three years.

                                                             The official being observed will get a copy of the 

                                                             evaluation and the observer will keep a copy for future

                                                             use in observing and assignment of games if needed.

                                                   * It is of paramount concern for our Association, that

                                                      all members make every possible effort to work 

                                                      games they are contracted for (even if the contract

                                                      is verbal).

                                                      It is the responsibility of the official to find a 

                                                      replacement.  Officials may contact the 

                                                      Assignment Chairman to discuss a qualified

                                                      replacement and their availability.  Failure

                                                      to honor contracts (except in emergency 

                                                      situations) may lead to no game assignments

                                                      by the Association.  The elected officers will 

                                                      decide the action taken on the official.  If an

                                                      elected officer is the official in question, then

                                                      the members shall vote for a replacement to

                                                      sit in for the reprimand. 
ARTICLE  X             AMENDMENTS:

                                                      Amendments to this Constitution, and changes

                                                      to the By-Laws, must be proposed in the presence

                                                      of a minimum quorum. (One over 50% of the total

                                                      membership) Amendments must be ratified by a

                                                      majority vote of members present.  Amendments

                                                      cannot be introduced and voted on at the same 

                                                      meeting.
