Karen explains, ñThe puzzle blanket is made by combining 
bi-colored granny squares made out of left over yarn.  Itôs a 
great way to use up those leftovers for a fun and entertaining 
blanket.ò 
Materials Needed: 
~Small amounts of worsted weight 4ply yarn in 20 different 
colors (no black) 
~Two to three skeins of worsted weight 4ply yarn in black 
~Size H or I aluminum crochet hook 
~Yarn needle 
Finished Size of each square: 8"x 8" 
Finished Size of blanket: approx: 38ò x 46ò 
Skill Level: Beginner 
 
Instructions: 
Choose two colors from your stash for the first granny 
square. 
Rnd 1: With color A, ch4, join w/slst to first ch to form ring. 
ch3, 2dc in ring. ch2. 
*[3dc in ring, ch2], 3 times. 
Join w/slst to top of ch3. Slst in each of the first 2 dc and into 
the first ch2 sp. 
Fasten off.  Leave about 5ò and weave in ends. 
Rnd 2: Attach color B with a slst in any ch2 sp 
ch3, 2dc,ch2, 3dc in same sp. ch1. 
*[3dc, ch2, 3dc in next ch2 sp. ch1] 3 times. 
Join w/slst to top of ch3. Slst in each of the first 2 dc and into 
the first ch2 sp. 
Fasten off.  Leave about 5ò and weave in ends. 
Rnd 3: Attach color A with a slst in any ch2 sp  
ch3, 2dc,ch2, 3dc in same sp. ch1. 
3dc in next ch1 sp. ch1. 
*[3dc, ch2 3dc in next ch2 sp. ch1. 3dc in next ch1 sp. ch1] 3 
times 
Join w/slst to top of ch3. Slst in each of the first 2 dc and into 
the first ch2 sp. 
Fasten off.  Leave about 5ò and weave in ends. 
Rnd 4: Attach color B with a slst in any ch2 sp 
ch3, 2dc,ch2, 3dc in same sp. ch1. 
*[3dc in next ch1 sp. ch1] twice 
*[3dc, ch2 3dc in next ch2 sp, ch1, 
3dc in next ch1 sp, ch1, 3dc in next ch1 sp, ch1] 3 times 
Join w/slst to top of ch3. Slst in each of the first 2 dc and into 
the first ch2 sp. 
Fasten off.  Leave about 5ò and weave in ends. 
Rnds 5, 6 &7: Work the next rounds exactly the 
same,  changing color and increasing the 
section (3dc in next ch1 sp, ch1 ___ times.) by 
one for each round you add on. 

Additional Granny Squares: For 2
nd

 granny square, drop 
color A, substitute color B for color A in the instructions and 
add a new color B.  Continue this method of color selection 
for each additional square until you get to the 20

th
 (and final) 

square.  For this square your last color will be color A and 
the first color A from your first square will be color B.  
Edging: Join black with a slst in any ch2 sp, sc in same 
space 
sc in each dc and ch1 sp across 
*[sc 3 times in ch2 corner sp, sc in each dc and ch1 sp 
across] 3 times 
sc in beginning corner and join with slst to first sc 

Fasten off.  Leave about 30ò and only weave in beginning 
end (this ending tail will be used for assembly). 
Assembly: Place squares in a 4 x 5 pattern, avoiding 
putting like colors together.  Join two squares together as 
follows: With rs facing, beg whipstitch (using ending tail 
from edging) in any ch2 sp and work across to next ch2 
sp. Fasten off.  Leave about 5ò and weave in ends. 
Join 5 squares tog to form strip.  Weave in extra edging 
end from last square. 
Repeat for additional 3 strips.  With rs facing whipstitch 
(with additional black yarn) strips together making sure all 
4-corner joinings are secure. 
Border: Join black with a slst in any corner sc.  sc in same 
stitch.  sc in each sc across,*[sc twice in middle corner sc 
and sc across] 3 times  Join with slst to first sc 
Fasten off.  Leave about 5ò and weave in ends. 

Attach Card Reading: 

Puzzle Blanket 
There are 20 different colors in your blanket.  You can 
even trace them around!  Pick any square.  Study the color 
in the center and then find it on another square.  Now look 
at the color in the center of this second square and find it 
on a third square.  Keep going and you'll find all 20 colors 
and end up back at the square you started! 
There are other games to play: Count the colors, how 
many different pinks are there?  Greens? etc...

We recently donated blankets to the children of these 

courageous  refugees in Rogers Park.  The following letter 

is from a volunteer who assists these 

people as they make the transition to 

life in the United States. 

@Dear Project Linus,  

Rogers Park Welcomes Burmese 

Rogers Park is the new home to a 

group of approximately 45 Burmese refugees who were 

relocated from Thai refugee camps.  They have arrived over 

the past eight months and some of these courageous 

newcomers lived in camps as long as 24 years.  Forced 

from Burma by war and persecution, the camps hold as many 

as 10,000 people.   

After extensive negotiation, the US government provided 

refugee status to a number of Burmese in 2007.  We are 

beginning to see the influx of the 2008 refugees right now.  

They come as individuals and as families, between the 

ages of 3 months and about 45 years old.  They are  

initially given some support through their agencies, but the 

reality is that support is minimal and only continues for 

90-180 days. 

Once re-settled, they have to face the reality of the urban 

environment.  They came from homes with roofs made of 

leaves, warm and humid weather and the skills they 

learned inside the camps.  They arrived with no knowledge 

about rental housing, grocery stores, refrigerators and 

stoves, formalized schooling, and certainly no 

understanding of a Chicago winter.  What they brought to 

Chicago were a few pieces of their traditional Burmese 

clothing and hope for the future.   

Last fall, the search was for blankets, boots, coats, 

sweaters, gloves and scarves to keep them warm.  Next 

were holiday gifts for the 13 children who never owned 

toys.  Then on December 30
th
 a newborn arrived, a baby 

girl they named Angela, the first American among them.  

The community of Rogers Park and beyond brought 



blankets, diapers, a crib, stroller, clothing, food, some 

financial donations, tutors for the children, shoes, and books 

for children who never held a book of their own.    

The first ten adults have just completed a specialized 

program to learn English. The goal is to teach them the 

language skills to obtain jobs- and to retain them.  They are 

being taught to understand currency  - how to open a bank 

account and pay bills - how to use an iron or a microwave - 

how to travel on the El or the bus - how to fill out a job 

application - how to find a job.   

The Burmese are a quiet, shy and dignified group of people 

who are our neighbors. When you see one of our Burmese 

walking along the beach or on the street, take a moment to 

smile and greet them.  Their culture teaches dignity, 

harmony and respect.  They may smile in return, if shyly.  

You can be sure your greeting will have a very positive 

impact.  They are beginning to see the core and fabric of 

Chicago; the inclusiveness, the generosity and the heart 

of those who care for - and 

about - one another.

Cinnamon Monkey Bread from Cissy Singleton 

Cissy says, ñIt's so easyò!

Thank you for sharing it with us Cissy. 

4 tubes - 7-½ oz. refrigerated buttermilk biscuits (I use 2 

large cans) 

½ cup granulated sugar  ~  2 teaspoons ground cinnamon 

½ cup butter or margarine melted ~½ cup packed brown sugar 

In a small bowl combine the granulated sugar and cinnamon. 

Cut each biscuit into 8 pieces.   Roll each piece in the 

cinnamon-sugar mix and place evenly in a 10-in fluted pan.  

Sprinkle any remaining cinnamon-sugar on top. 

Combine melted butter and brown sugar and  

pour over the top. 

Bake at 350 degrees for 35-40 minutes or until golden brown. 

Cool for 5 minutes before inverting bread onto a platter. 

 
 

Caramel Corn in the Garrettõs Popcorn 

Traditioné 
 

In light of the news that the Michigan Avenue Garrettôs 

Popcorn Shop has closed, we felt that it would be fun to try 

to make it at home.  It is a delightful fal l treat and great gift 

giving idea for the holiday season.  At the very least 

it could save you a trip downtown in loop traffic when you 

have that next Garrettôs Popcorn craving! 

Good luckðbe sure to keep the handy tips in mind! 

1 heaping tablespoon solid coconut oil or peanut oil  

1 cup unpopped white popcorn  

2 teaspoons salt  

2 cups light brown sugar  

1 cup (2 sticks) salted butter  

1 cup light corn syrup  

1/2 teaspoon baking soda  
 

Heat coconut oil in a large pot over high heat. Add 

6 kernels to pan as t esters; cover. When at least 3 

of the kernels pop, add remaining kernels. Shake 

pan occasionally as corn pops. Keep over high heat 

until popping slows to a few pops per second, 

about 5 minutes.  

Empty popped corn into a large brown paper bag. 

Add 2 teaspoo ns salt. Shake bag to distribute salt 

and drain excess oil; discard unpopped kernels. 

Measure 13 cups of fully popped kernels; spread on 

large roasting pan; set aside.  

Combine brown sugar, butter, corn syrup and 

baking soda in medium heavy saucepan; heat t o 

boiling over medium -high heat. Cook, without 

stirring, until mixture reaches 235 degrees F on a 

candy thermometer, abo ut 8 minutes. Remove 

from heat.   Heat oven to 250 degrees F.  

Carefully pour caramel mixture over popcorn. Stir 

mixture with heat - resist ant spatula or buttered 

wo oden spoon to evenly coat popcorn, working 

quickly to coat kernels.  

Bake popcorn 1 hour, stirring every 10 minutes to 

continue coating uniformly. Remove pan from 

oven; cool on wire rack. Break apart any clumps of 

corn with your ha nds.  

 

ĄTips for success:  

-  Use white kernels for tender popcorn. Use 

coconut oil if you can find it. Though its 

saturated fat content is high, it makes a big 

flavor difference. Like shortening, it is solid at 

room temperature. If you can't find coconut 

oil , you can use peanut oil as a substitute.  

-  During baking, stir gently to avoid breaking 

kernels, but stir thoroughly to cover as many 

kernels as possible.
