.  Blanketeer Judy Mellin has the following hints for 

tucking in those elusive yarn endsé 

Knitters and Crocheters:  The Ends are Here! 

The beautiful afghans turned in by our needlework partners 
are truly comfort-giving and very diverse. We need your 
help, though, to solve one small problem we are noticing.  A 
number of afghans at each workday come with loose ends 
that have not been worked into the blanket.  This causes us 
to stop what we are doing to fix them and slows down the 
incredible speed with which we work. Here are a couple of 
hints: 

1.  As often as possible, join a new skein of yarn at the 
beginning of a row and leave the ends at least 3ò-4" long. 
The ends can then be carried along as you work the next 
row or woven in when the blanket is edged. 

2.  If you are not working on finishing edging, please use a 
large-eyed needle to work the ends FIRMLY into the 
needlework. 

3.  If you are crocheting a large granny square, please carry 
the ends along the BACK of your work for a minimum of 3" to 
be sure the ends are secure. 

It is a tremendous help to those of us who are sorting and 
labeling the afghans to have this done before the blankets 
are turned in.  It only takes a moment for each of us while we 
are knitting or crocheting.  THANKS for helping!  Judy M.

YCharmed by a quilt!Y 

Charm quilts have a long and interesting 

history and are the perfect pattern idea 

for a Project Linus quilt! 
A Charm quilt, is a quilt made with no two patches cut 

from the same fabric, sometimes containing hundreds of 
different fabrics.  Folklore about Charm quilts alludes to 

quilt makers asking or begging friends for scraps of fabric 
for their quiltsñhence the coined name- Beggars Quilts.  

They were first made about 1870 and were made for about 
30 years until the turn of the century. In the 1930's and 
1940's quilt makers recognized the novelty of making 

Charm quilts and they became popular once more. 
No matter which era they were made, they have certain 
characteristics in common. They are usually one patch 

quilts, using one template in an overall pattern across the 
quilt top. Charm quilts have no sashing and no borders.  

One duplicate is sometimes included in the blanket, 
thought to be added for the purpose of making a game of 
searching out the two identical fabrics.  These quilts are 
particularly suited to Project Linus as the searching game 

and the assortment of patterns and colors make a 
wonderful array of subjects for the children to enjoy.  Like 

quilters of the past, why not carry a charm template in your 
purse and simply cut quilt pieces from friend's stash of 

fabrics or swap squares with PL friends at blanket days to 
create quilts for the children. 

VCharm quilts for Project Linus are a good thing!

The Recipe B ox !    

A blanket  day favorit e 

Simple Shortbread 
 

2 sticks (1/2 pound) unsalted butter, 

at room temperature 

2/3 cup sugar 

2 teaspoons real vanilla extract-do not use imitation 

1/2 teaspoon salt 

2 1/4 cups all-purpose flour 

Arrange racks in upper and lower thirds of oven and preheat to 350 

degrees.  Line 2 large cookie sheets with parchment paper.  

In electric mixer, beat butter, sugar, vanilla, and salt at medium 

speed just until smooth. Add flour and mix at low speed until 

combined. Divide dough in half and shape into 2 disks.  
On lightly floured work surface, roll out 1 piece dough to 1/4-inch-

thick rectangle. Using fluted pastry wheel or large knife, cut into 2- 

by 1-inch rectangles. Transfer cookies to baking sheets, spacing 1-

1/2  inches apart. Repeat with remaining dough.  
Or divide dough into four equal parts and shape into traditional 

rounds. Place rounds on parchment and roll out dough to about ĳó 

thickness. 

Prick each cookie several times with tines of fork, at this point you 

may sprinkle with a bit of colored or fine sugar, then chill 10 minutes. 

Bake until edges are golden, about 20 minutes. Allow cookies to cool 

on baking sheets. 

Store in airtight container at room temperature. (Do not 

refrigerate.)  

Makes about 3 dozen cookies.

How to Craft the Perfect  

No-Sew Fleece Blanket! 
 

The following methods will result in a nice 
looking, neat and cuddly blanket. 

YHospitals request that we use SINGLE LAYER FLEECE 

   -NOT DOUBLE LAYER AS IT BECOMES TOO BULKY, HEAVY,  

    HOT AND DIFFICULT TO HANDLE AND STORE! 

YWhen selecting a fleece design pattern, please keep in mind the  

     the age of the child.  For instance, a pattern with little ducks     

     would be suitable for a preemie or baby blanket, while a sports  
     team theme would be more suitable for an older child. 

YRecommended sizes-Preemie-24óX24óñBaby/Toddler- 

     36óX36ó/36óX43óñPreteen-40óX60óñTeen-50óX72ó 

YOne yard of fleece cut in half will make two 30" x 36"- the perfect     

     size for baby blankets.  (Most fleece is 60" wide.) 

YPlease cut off the selvage (the bumpy, wavy edge) of the fleece 

     before finishing the blanket.  Cut fringe 3ó for no knot fringe and        

     4ó if knotting. 

YRemember, you do not have to knot the fringe - a neat plain fringe 

      looks very nice without knotting.  

ČČPlease do not cut the fringe any longer than 3" long if you do 
not knot the fringe. 

If you choose to knot the fringe, please knot each piece singly,   If 
you do knot the fringe, fringe should be no longer than 3" after 

knotting.  

PLEASE DO NOT TIE THE KNOTS TOO TIGHTLY.  Longer fringe 

tangles in medical instruments and tubes. Remember-The longer you 

make the fringe, the less blanket area there is for snuggling!   
 

PLEASE NOTE:  Do not knot two pieces of fringe together as 

this causes a bowl like effect and the blanket does not lay flat.   

 

ČWe have received many fringed fleece blankets with the knots 

tied so tightly that the blanket will not lay flat - the blankets look 

more like a bowl or basket than a blanket. 

ČWe have had to take the time to cut off all the fringe which 

greatly reduces the size of the blanket and wastes a great deal of 

fabric.
