NOTE: All of these activities will help keep your 

brain young and help you keep  
working for Project Linus! 

Keeping Your Brain Alive by Lawrence Katz is a 
very interesting read.  It is quite a short book and 
was published in 1999 so you might find it at your 

library or favorite used-book store.  He talks 
about brain development and redevelopment and 
gives lots of hints about how to do that.  He says 
that getting out of old habits will do wonders for 
your brain, even things as simple as flip-flopping 

the order in which you eat breakfast and get 
dressed.   

He also talks about developing "other-
handedness" like brushing your teeth or eating 
with your non-dominant hand.  I'm now doing 
crosswords with my right hand and it is a very 

different experience. And he stresses how 
important it is to use senses other than sight and 
hearing.  He claims that the strongest sense we 
have is smell and that this provokes the most 

vivid memories.  
So, while you're doing Project Linus activities, try 

crocheting  with your non-dominant hand or 
hand-quilt small pieces instead of using your 
machine.  Set your yarn or your material in a 
different place from usual so that you have to 

think about where it is.  Break out of your usual 
knitting pattern and try a new one. Usually use all 
bright colors?  Try mixing in some darker colors 

and making more blankets for boys.

How to craft the perfect no-sew fleece blanket! 

The following methods will result in a nice looking, neat and 

cuddly blanket.   
We accept both SINGLE LAYER FLEECE  and double layer 

fleece blankets, although the hospitals prefer SINGLE PLY 

FLEECE-NOT DOUBL E LAYER  AS THEY ARE 

LIGHTER AND LESS BULKY, MAKING THEM EASIER 

FOR THE CHILDREN TO CARRY AND FOR THE 

HOSPITALS TO STORE. 

YRecommended sizes-Preemie-24óX24óñBaby/Toddler-

36óX36ó/36óX43óñPreteen-40óX60óñTeen-50óX72ó 

YOne yard of fleece cut in half will make two 30" x 36"-A perfect 

size 
for baby blankets.  (Most fleece is 60" wide.) 

YMatch the pattern design with the size of the blanket.  For 

instance, a pattern design with yellow ducks would be appropriate 

for a baby or toddler blanket, while a sports themed blanket would 

be enjoyed by an older boy. 

YPlease cut off the selvage (the bumpy, wavy edge) of the fleece 

before finishing the blanket.  Cut fringe 3ó for no knot fringe 

YYou don't have to knot the fringe - a neat plain fringe 
looks very nice without knotting. ČČPlease do not cut the fringe 

any longer than 3" long if you don't knot the fringe. 
If you choose to knot the fringe, please knot each piece singly and 

the fringe should be no longer than 3" after knotting.  
YPLEASE DO NOT TIE THE KNOTS TOO TIGHTLY.  Longer fringe 

tangles in medical instruments and tubes. Remember-The measured 

size of the blanket does not include the fringe.  The longer you make 

the fringe, the less blanket area there is for snuggling!   

PLEASE NOTE:  Do not knot two pieces of fringe together as 

this causes a bowl like effect and the blanket does not lay flat.  

ČWe have received many fringed fleece blankets with the knots 

tied so tightly that the blanket will not lay flat - the blankets look 

more like a bowl or basket than a blanket.ČČWe have had to take 

the time to cut off all the fringe which greatly reduces the size of the 

blanket and wastes a great deal of fabric. YThank you for your help!

2 cups rolled oats                 2 cups semisweet chocolate chips

Å8 Granny Smith apples, peeled and sliced [or a bag of frozen 

peeled apples]  

Å1-1/2 to 2 cups of brown sugar    Å1-1/2 teaspoons cinnamon  

Å1 teas.  ground nutmeg Å1/2 teas. salt  Å1/4 cup white flour  

Mix these ingredients together in a bowl and let it sit in the 

refrigerator overnight so the spice goes all the way through the 

apples. 

Crust:    Å3 sheets refrigerated pie crust    Å1 stick of butter  

Preheat oven at 325 degrees. Butter and flour the bottom of 

a large baking dish. Roll out three pie crusts real thin -- as 

thin as possible. Layer the bottom of the pan with 1-1/2 of 

the pie crusts and prick a few holes in it. Pour the apples 

with the liquid into the pie pan. Dot 3/4 of a stick of butter 

around the apples. Use the final 1-1/2 pie crusts to cover the 

apple mixture entirely (let the pie crust overlap the pan).  
Pinch the edges of the dough around the sides of the pan so 

the mixture is completely covered.  

Melt final 1/4 stick of butter and brush all over top of crust.  

Reduce the oven temperature to 300 degrees. Bake at 300 for 

up to 3 hours -- that's what makes the crust flakey, like 

Barack likes it. Put the cobbler in the oven and go for a walk, 

go to the store, or do whatever you have to do around the 

house.
