FLEECE BLANKET PATTERNS & IDEAS! ‘

Make a Penny Blanket!
PennyGiddhas | aunched t
program at Starbucks and has taught
countless people the crocheted edging
technique for making a fabulous fleece
blanket. We are in awe of her progress and
devotion to PL and credit her for inspiring this wonderful
blanket i hence PENNY BLANKETS! A special t hank
you also to Nancy, Mindy, Karen, Sarah, Trudi, Sharon,
Sherry, and Cindy for working so hard on these blankets!

Y Penny recently offered these tips for making a
crocheted edged fleece blanket using the skip stitch blade.
To Begin-- 1) Cut selvages from fleece edges.
2) Position ruler lengthwise 3/4 6 f r om e d gEher®e
aretwo reasons f oralldwhédnsugh méterials t
to secure the more flexible side of the fleece. If using thin
fleece, the edge tends to pull out if the holes are to o close
to the edge. Second, the edge will roll under easily as you
work around the firstrow. IMPORTANT & Run blade over
each area only once. 2 cutting runs will result in an
unusable edge.

3) Mark the last perforation with a pin. Reposition  the

ruler to continue cutting. Place a blade tooth in the last
perforation and continue cutting to end of the side. Repeat

for each side of your project. Trimming a small triangle

from each corner before beginning to crochet keeps the

underside of the corner neater.
2) Crochet the Foundation Pattern around your project
turning the edge under as you go. This alone makes an
attractive finish or, if desired, you may then add the
edging pattern of your choice.

*If crocheting more than one row, do not pick a pattern

that has large holes. These tend to
catch and tangle medical equipment.
A half double crochet in every stitch

and chain works well.

NOTE: Do not begin to crochet in
the corner. There is too much going
on in the corner, fol ding under the
edge & turning. | tis easier if you
start a few stitches down. Chain
one after each stitch in the first row.
This will keep the material flat. At
the corner, put three stitches in the same hole, rolling the
corner edge underneath. Do not chain in between.

h

Y Foundation Pattern:

With right side of fleece facing you, single crochet in any
hole but corner hole, ch 1, single crochet in next hole, ch
1. Continue around blanket, working 3 sc in corner holes.
Turn fleece edge under as you go

Finishing Pattern:

1) From the front side of your project, slip -stitch in a back
loop of a stitch on the foundation pattern.

2) Skip a loop and work 3 dc in the next loop.

3) Skip a loop and slip -stitch in the next loop.

4) Repeat steps 2 and 3 until you reach the second hole
from the corner. Cont inue the same pattern without
skipping any loops until you reach the second hole on the

f

other side of the corner.

5) Continue skipping loops as before until you reach the
second hole from the next corner.

NOTE 9 As you finish a round you will probably have  to
adjustlyouPstitche tol make the final joining of the
patt ern to blend in.
