~President’s Report by Kelly Jatczak and Kerri McGee:
1.  Kiln installation—per Rich—Waiting on a sprinkler head to be installed.  The kiln was installed in the wrong place and will be fixed by next week.  Our check for $4,230.00 has finally been cashed by U-46.
2.  Easy Tech and Aha! Math—per Rich and Kelly—Aha Math! intervention began last week and is going swimmingly.  Over 42 of the licenses purchased are being used.  Will have 10-15 primary grade students starting this Thursday.
~1st Vice President’s Report by Ann Butler and Vickie Mazzei:

1.  Fall Fundraising—Raffle—832 tickets have been sold.  40 families have yet to return their books and are not responding to notes sent home or phone calls made.  Those who have responded have lost, recycled or have said they have returned their tickets to school.  The village license issued to Spring Trail is valid for seven months and 22 drawings through May.  It will expire after that time.  Spring Trail must account for all tickets given to families and returned to school, including all monies, to the Village of Carol Stream.

2.  Entertainment Books—per Ann Butler—Raised $1,208.01 this year.  147 books have been sold with additional books sold online.  Ann has had a difficult time getting unsold books returned—40 are still out.  She is unable to contact those families who still have books.  Board vote to sell Entertainment Books again next school year—all in favor and motion passes.
3.  Future ideas for fundraising—per Tricia Weithofer and Vickie Mazzei—new ideas are a Haunted House, Oktoberfest/picnic, $10 restaurant “Tiger” cards.  Per Rich Schroeder—Do not count on using any schools on the weekends next year, but maybe we can do something outside.
4.  QSP—per Kelly Jatczak—Orders were up even though book returns were down.  Will vote in January if we will bring QSP back next school year.

5.  Market Day—per Kelly Jatczak—Sales are down.  Pie sale is in November and we will be doing a Pizzeria Uno pizza sale in December.  Pizzas will cost between $5 and $14 each.  Delivery of pizzas is set for the first week of February in time for the Superbowl.

6.  Bowling Event—per Steve Prang—Date is set for Saturday, March 6, 2010.  May not be using Augustino’s this year.  Looking into other caterers, including Manhattan’s (choose from 4 dinner choices for approx. $7 per person) and Rocco Vino’s.  Will again have a raffle—needs tax free letter.
7.  School Directory—Per Julie Brazier—Directory, again this year, is like “Swiss cheese” due mainly to confusion with permission forms.  Inquiries will be made to Eastview Middle School on how they get information for their full student directory.  142 directories have been sold in presale with donations totalling $364 (which is down from $597 last year).  PTO will not purchase extra 45 copies for teachers.  A call will be put out this Friday as a last push for orders due next week.  PTO will vote later in the year as to whether we will have a directory in the future.
~2nd Vice President’s Report by Tricia Weithofer and Robbie Stuenkel:

1.  PTO No-Cook Nights—Wendy’s will be on Thursday, November 19, from 5:00 – 8:00 pm.  Dogfather will be coming soon.  Baskin Robbins may be done after the Holiday Sing on December 17.
2.  Family Literacy Nights—Tuesday, October 27, was the first event.  54 people RSVP’d, but only half showed up.  Went very smoothly, but it was a lot of work, so there will be a committee (volunteers can be month by month) established for future events.  Volunteers were VERY happy with how things were run, how well organized it was and how much fun they had that night!  December Night—Polar Express—train set up, pjs, hot cocoa, tickets and receive silver bells.  Would like to hold it on either December 3 or December 10.  per Rich—December is 1st Grade Family Feast and he is unavailable for December 10.  Will need to find another date for event.  February—Mystery Night geared more towards older students.  “Cool Kids” detectives will solve a mystery.  May ask teachers to portray the eight actors needed for the mystery.
