We plan to get the word out through advertisements in the Sunday Bulletin and the Friday Word. We plan to display a banner outside the church as a marquis. We decided to charge $3.00 per person unless it is a baby under 3 years old. We intend to have free will baskets out for those people who would like to donate monies as well.
We would depend on the room moms to help at his event as well. Anne Schneider will contact each mom to set this up. We discussed decorations for the event and decided to get a tree from Cheryl and we will wrap boxes to put around the tree. Each of us will 

bring a wrapped box for this event Anne has ordered trinkets for children who attend.
The next order up for business was to discuss the Holiday Drop and Shop. This essentially was for the moms to go to the Santa’s Breakfast and then the 7th and 8th graders would help baby sit their children for $10.00 a child for six hours. Fundraising:

 Nicole reported on some of our fundraising ideas including the artwork which we talked about last time. The artwork and price was based on us doing this for the whole school. It was decided that the upper grades would not draw the interest to these projects as the younger grades. We decided not to pursue this idea at this time based on the cost.
Cheryl reported after talking to Doug Duval that participating in the ‘No- Nonsense Fundraising plan in no way conflicts with the church’s debt- reduction campaign. This may be something of interest in the future but we would have to role it out by 12/31/07, and see how it is received. I n this plan we would ask for money as a donation a first of  year and then not sponsor this things the children would be responsible for selling including- magazines, Cookie Dough, etc.
Besides the Silent Auction we currently have no fundraisers at the school besides selling ornaments of the church. At our next meeting we will go over the No-nonsense plan as another fundraiser for us that other schools have found to be very successful.
