 We also discussed selling artwork on a stamp and ceramics. Cookie Dough was another   brought up from the fundraising brochures. We briefly discussed the No Hassle Fundraising where we ask for a donation one time for specific projects and then we wouldn’t have to ask again. It was agreed that Doug Duval needed to offer his opinion on this as to whether or not it should be considered with the debt reduction that the school/church is working on.

All of the Target dollars in which parents have chosen St. Matthews to be the recipients of the take charge of education get reimbursed to out PTL fundraising.

 After the first of the year, it was decided that the third Tuesday of each month will be designated as a dinner fundraiser at a restaurant to be determined. We will start with Culver’s. Some other suggestions were Applebee’s in Mundelein. We will decide on this at a future date as this has always proven to be a good fundraiser for us.

The Haunted House has done very well in its first week. Our St. Matts ornaments are not selling as well as planned so we decided to do a push on advertising. They are $12 for one and $20 for two.
